1. Preliminary Events

Participants identified themselves and their employers.  The secretary reported that a quorum was present.

2. Resources Available

The following resources were available for consideration at the start of this meeting:

· Sup58_pc+02:  Revised version of the supplement prepared by Bas Revet.

· Sup 58 Cmts-DAC:  Collection of comments by Philips-CT from 29-Mar-02; Siemens Medical Solutions from July 14, 2003; Bas Revet from July 24, 2003; David Clunie from July 29, 2003.

· E-mail message on “Open issues in Supplement 58 PC+02” from Bas Revet dated August 5, 2003;

· E-mail message from Shlomo Gotman entitled “Re: Open issues in Supplement 58 PC+02” dated August 5, 2003;

· Minutes of the Tcon from June 3, 2003;

· Current membership roster.

3. Discussion

Given the large number of comments that had been received, members agreed that a face-to-face meeting would be needed to resolve all of the issues and conduct a detailed review of the draft supplement.  They also agreed that such a meeting could not occur prior to the September meeting of WG-06.  As a consequence, they will try to have the document ready for letter ballot at the time of WG-06’s October meeting rather than its September meeting.

To make best use of the time available, members decided to review the comments one by one, identify areas of agreement (allowing immediate revision of the draft) and creating a list of issues that would need to be resolved at a future meeting.

Referring to the document entitled “Sup 58 Comments-DAC,” members made the following decisions:

1. Section “Introduction – Open Issues”,

1.1 Tube Angle and Gantry/Detector Tilt Attributes:  All agreed with the Philips comment.

1.2 Slice Location:  Replace with table position.

1.3 12 vs. 16 bit data:  Resolve at meeting.

1.4 Acquisition Context Module:  Not considered a problem; leave it alone.

1.5 CT Exposure DLP:  Further clarification needed from regulatory bodies.  Kevin O’Donnell will determine what Japanese are doing.

2. Table C.8-X1.1 p.12 – Acquisition Duration (0018,9073):  All agree.

3. Table C.8-X1.1 p.14 – Representative Frame Number (0028,6010):  Need to clarify the use case.

4. Table C.8-X1.1 p.14 – Content Qualification (0018,9004):  Leave this alone.

5. C.8-X1.1.1.1 p.15 – “P RODUCT”/”SERVICE”/“RESEARCH:”  Leave as it is.

6. C.8-X1.2.1.1 p.16 – Private Information:  Maintain consistency with Sup49.

7. Table C.8-X1.5 p.18 – Fix Grammar:  All agree.

8. Table C.8-X1.5 p.18 – Perfusion:  Discuss at meeting.

9. C.8-X1.2.1.2.1 p.20 – Color Data:  Find a way to get it into the Standard.

10. Table C.8-X1.12 – Table Dynamics:  Agreed on 1.C.

11. Annex Y – DICOM Patient Coordinate System and Calculation of Intersection Lines:  Remove from Supplement.

12. Dose Module:  Discussed above.

13. Number of Frames:  Accepted David Clunie’s change proposal.

14. Influence of Supplement 73:  Members need to determine its implication for Sup58.
15. Table C.8-X1.10 – CT ACQUISITION TYPE MACRO:  Hold for meeting.
16. Table C.8-X.11 – CT ACQUISITION DETAILS MACRO:  Defer until meeting.  Bernhard Hassold will prepare.
17. Annex X Relationships Between CT Geometric Attributes:  All agreed with Dr. Clunie’s recommendation.
18. Patient’s Physical Position:  No action required.
19. Table C.8-X1.15 – CT EXPOSURE AND DOSE MACRO:  All agreed with Dr. Clunie’s recommendation.

20. This item was a mistake.  Ignore.

21. Table C.8-X1.14 – CT RECONSTRUCTION MACRO:  Defer until the meeting.

22. Contrast/Bolus Module:  Defer until the meeting.  Members thought this might be of interest to WG-02.  Bas Revet will discuss it with them.

4. Follow-up Activities

Bas Revet will try to factor out the commonality between tables C.8-X.1.5 and C.8-X.1.6.

Bas Revet agreed to prepare Section C.8-X.1.3.4 for the next version..

5. Future Meetings

The Group hopes to meet on either October 7 and 8 or October 8 and 9 in Mainz, Germany.  The final date will be determined according to the availability of secretarial support for the meeting.  Howard Clark will ask DICOM Standards Committee Co-chair Peter Mildenberger if Deutsche Roentgengesellschaft might be able to assist in this capacity.
