1. Preliminary Events

Participants identified themselves and their employers.  The secretary reported that a quorum was present.  Minutes from the teleconferences of June 3 and August 5 were reviewed and approved.

2. Meeting Purpose & Resources Available

The objective of this meeting was to further develop Sup58 () to the point where WG-06, in its October 2003 meeting, would authorize issuing the document for Letter Ballot.  The following resources were available for consideration at the start of this meeting:

· Sup58_pc+04:  A revised version of the supplement prepared by Bas Revet.

· A 137-page draft standard on “Radiotherapy Equipment – Coordinates, Movements and Scales” (ZIP file labeled IEC61217english-ed1-1.zip) by IEC sub-committee 62C (Equipment for Radiotherapy, Nuclear Medicine and Radiation Dosimetry), of IEC Technical Committee 62 (Electrical Equipment in Medical Practice).  This document applies to equipment and data related to the process of tele-radiotherapy, including patient image data used in relation with radiotherapy treatment planning systems, radiotherapy simulators, isocentric gamma beam therapy equipment, isocentric medical electron accelerators, and non-isocentric equipment when relevant.  The object of that IEC standard is to define a consistent set of coordinate systems for use throughout the process of tele-radiotherapy, to define the marking of scales (where provided), to define the movements of equipment used in this process, and to facilitate computer control when used.

· Minutes of the Tcons from June 3 and August 5, 2003.

3. .Discussion

Given the large number of comments that had been received during the Public Comment period and the fact that WG-16 has completed its work on the new Magnetic Resonance object, a face-to-face meeting was needed (a) to address all of the open issues listed in the resources above and (b) to conduct a detailed, line-by-line review of the entire document.  At the conclusion of this discussion, members agreed that the draft supplement was, now, ready for presentation to WG-06 on October 27 and 28 with the goal of proceeding to Letter Ballot.

4. Follow-up Activities

Bas Revet, Bernhard Hassold and David Clunie will attend the October 2003 meeting of WG-06 and present the revised document for consideration by that group.

5. Future Meetings

A teleconference will be held at 11 AM EST on Wednesday, January 7, 2004 to resolve any comments received during the letter ballot process.
