· Supplement 113 - Email Transport - status completed. Next step would be to write a Technical Report
· Supplement 116- 3D X-ray Presentation State --- completed through WG 2 
· Supplement 123 - Structured Display – ongoing
· Visible Light Correction Package - David Clunie will advise whether this should be a Supplement (ACTION: Brent Dove has agreed to go to the WG 6 meeting to champion it)
· Correction Package for pixel calibration --- Xavier Carayol
WG 12.1:
· TR 1023 Implementation of DICOM requirement for Dental - status completed
· TR 1051 Implementation of DICOM requirements for Dental in Institutions - status in process
· TR 1048 Attachments of DICOM datasets including email. Supplement 113 was written, TR is the next step. It will include basic description of HIPAA security, encryption. It should be finished by May 2007 meeting or by ADA 2007 Annual meeting
· TR 1050 Guidelines VL, supplement or correction package 
· TR 1057 Interoperability of Electronic Imaging Technology
· TR 1023 needs to be revisited
3. John Goyette update on Supplement 123 Structured Display:  

· First reading at WG 6 meeting
· Extended to general practice - the name of the supplement was changed to be more generic – Structured Display
· Overview of  Structured Display

· List of work items to be completed before next reading  for WG 6:
1. WG 6 dismissed Graphic Annotations, Layout Method and suggested Text strings and location (coordinates) outside the image in Viewbox, to add Textbox Sequence at the same level as Viewbox Sequence 
2. Graphics can be used with Icons
3. Presentation State can be used for orientation of the images in the viewboxes, then the Application will render the image with regards to Presentation State
4.  Editorial: rename viewset to displayset and viewbox to displayframe
5. Aspect ratio: 
a. Fixed format - it references the image and should not be left up to the Application to reformat the layout
b. Both Applications needs to have the same look
c. Making it TYPE C, will give the Application an option to utilize it or not

d. The images will have to be rendered at the correct aspect ratio
e. Brent Dove point: we can keep our idea of fixed display and don’t imply what WG 6 requested. If the user does not like the position they can create a different viewset. Brent makes motion: We keep our idea of fixed format, we understand the flexibility intended by WG 6 suggestion but it is incompatible. We need to convey the same content as the author has suggested when creating it.
6. Open Issue #7, we need to explain the Part 4 rules:
a. Note on Page 11 of document, assuming the image is rendered within box not outside

b. Grayscale Presentation State

c. Discussion: User takes a size 1 image in one box and size 2 in second box. The box should be adjusted. Currently we rely on application to correctly scale image to viewbox. Creator of template will dictate how it should be viewed by the author.
d. Supplement 92 should be updated to reflect this. Part 11 section of DICOM Standards Dental Media Application also ZIP package
e. Structured Display would reference the derived image when user looks at the 3D image and extracts Full Mouth Series
f. Next step would be to bring this to WG 6 for 2nd reading

4. ADA Annual Session planning for 2008 by Allan Farman:

a. Paul Bralower update on Web based storage

· All images from CD will be posted for public download

· At this point, ADA is investigating a cost involvement with setting up the web site
· Diagnostic Image quality must be assured

· (ACTION: Images must be supplied by the next meeting in May 2007, they will still need to be tested)
· David Clunie will test for DICOM compliance
· John Goyette will be a liaison between David Clunie and WG members 

· Xavier Carayol will create DICOMDIR
· 2007 ADA Annual Technical Day, this year there will be as per Dale Miles suggestion a Cone beam CT sessions with 3 machines, images will be taken in 4 rooms, broadband internet will be used to send data, Dolphin Imaging used for orthodontic procedure, implant procedure, DICOM images are used by lecturing implantologist, radiologist, endodontist. This will be part of WG 12.1 activity. Possibility to include Intraoral radiographs.
· Presentation will involve all the vendors of WG 12.1 without any new cost
· Any future projects during ADA Annual Meeting must be planned at least 2 years in advance, business plan, budget, etc.
· Small sub-committee was created to plan for 2008, plan is to skip any activity for 2007 and concentrated on 2008 at this point the group is not ready for any activities in 2007
· Discussion on the cost involved for software company to implement DICOM in their system
· Written proposal must be done for the next month DICOM meeting for 2008 space at ADA booth
· ADA session has everything already preset, possibility of plugging-in to their presentation/activities --- plan/objectives must be done ahead of time. We need to contact the Annual Meeting Council to find out what they have planned and see if we can work with them, to be an add-on, enhance their session. Contact some speaker and ask them to add us to their presentation, to educate public through the well known speakers.
· As per Sharon Stanford: writing an article in daily newspaper at ADA session describing benefits of DICOM.
5. Paul Bralower update on TR 1057 Interoperability of Electronic Imaging Technologies:

a. Approved by SCDI in Jan 2007, comments were received
b. Designed to be used by members not manufacturers
c. (ACTION: Allan Farman is to provide some documents, articles to Paul Bralower)
d. Draft will be created for May 2007 meeting to circulate it between the members

e. Allan Farman requests from all members to send any material  to himself or Paul Bralower
6. John Goyette comments on DICOM Images evaluation:

a. There were some errors in Dental Media Application Profile in some images. Suggestion presented: 

i. Write a Change Proposal or comply with the Supplement 92. In DICOM standard these fields are as Type 3 we elevated them to Type 2 in TR 1023
7. Xavier Carayol update on Supplement 113:
· Part of 2007 standard. ZIP extension is being kept, there is a note: to develop a   new extension later

· We need to coordinate with DICOM standard committee the efforts to get the new extension. Update on the status from WG 6 is required.
· John Goyette brings up an issue of Security where “encryption” was added by WG 6 to General Purpose ZIP Email. That means the software vendor is responsible to encrypt the email body, etc. to be compliant with this Supplement
· (ACTION: Allan Farman will send a note to WG 6 asking for explanation)

· Suggestion was to write a Correction Package
8. Xavier update on Supplement 116 status:

· Final text form stage

· Define common object for 3D for any cone beam

· We defined the reconstructed data not only the original projection for dental. We now are using the old way of storing slices. The new Subclass would use the one dataset instead of multi files (see page 48 of document)
· WG 24 is working on Implant specification for entire body not only dental. We need to work with WG 24 to follow up with their work but exclude the part which is not related to dental. 
· Roberto Molteni comment: can the software companies conform to the new way of the images volumetric data, not only the old existing DICOM single and multi files?
· Discussion between the members on the speed of reading one single file verses once slice of the stack of slices
· Chester Wang suggested as a topic of discussion: further compression of dataset to 5 MB
· Xavier Carayol noted advantages of this new SOP class over the traditional 3D CT class: 

· Access to all the frames in the single shot

· More precisely specify acquisition context

· Define parameter to each slice
· CT class is not designed for dental images
· Suggestion: Go over DX Class and see what tags are needed, we should clarify them prior or adding new SOP class. There are no specifics for CEPH in Acquisition Context in existing DX object in regards to dental. We should improve this part. Then define a new class with all the new/additional attributes in regards to slices.

· To save projection we will use the DX object

· (ACTION: Xavier Carayol will write a list of the missing tags from DX object when storing single frame projection from volumetric data for March 2007 meeting)
· Allen Pan from UIC question:

· Difficulties with getting some information extracted for implant/orthodontic planning from current system.

· Allan Farman response: a list of use cases is required
· The PACS system may not be able to retrieve all the information. That could be the side effect of the software implementation
9. Bob Owen update on National Healthcare Information Infrastructure

Agenda: 

· Government goals
· Gaps in dental components (standardize national electronic record HL7, clinical vocabulary, seamless communication – interoperability
· Three components: technical, semantic, process
