3. White Paper PG2
WF/MI ENT and CMF Surgery
A two-page summary consisting mainly of keywords has been produced by PG2. The recommended length of at least 5 pages will be made available according to the deadlines given in agenda item 10. The document will be based on the templates provided by PG 6.

4. White Paper PG3
WF/MI Orthopaedic Surgery

A five-page overview structured according to the initially recommended layout of the White Paper has been produced by PG3. Example workflows of “Good-Practice” surgical interventions as well as tables outlining DICOM IODs, etc. are missing and need to be added to the document based on the templates provided by PG 6. 

5. White Paper PG6
WF/MI Interventional Radiology

A 15-page overview structured according to the initially recommended layout of the White Paper has been produced by PG6. Three example workflows of good-practice have been presented in sufficient detail to derive a first set of tables which contain DICOM IODs and associated functional categories. The example workflows have been underlined with imaging material to allow some insight into the activities and resources within the workflows.

It was agreed in the meeting that the document of PG6 will be distributed to all members of the project groups and to be used, where appropriate, as a guideline for the compilation of the White Paper documents.

6. White Paper PG8
S-PACS Functions

A four-page overview with some alignment to the structure of the White Paper has been produced by PG8. It is recognized that more details relating to DICOM services and IODs need to be given. This may also include the relevance of handling the electronic medical record in a surgical environment within the context of DICOM.

7. White Paper PG9
Workflow Management Tools

A five-page overview with alignment to the structure of the White Paper has been produced by PG9. It was noted that a surgical ontology is urgently needed for all project groups. As a first step a glossary should be compiled which allows for generally accepted definitions in the context of the White Paper. The comprehensive surgical ontology is a longer term endeavour, but in the short term the results of projects such as GALEN, etc. may serve as a first step in this direction. ICCAS, Leipzig is willing to provide workflow software to be used as tools for workflow recording, modelling and representation.

8. Situation report PG1, PG4, PG5, PG7, PG10, PG11

No documents have been provided by the project groups PG1, PG4, PG5, PG7, PG10, PG11. It is understood that work is in progress and that some assistance can be provided by the templates of PG6. 

PG10 and PG11 are established to produce short term results (12-18 months).
9. Election of WG24 Co-Chairs

Prof. F. Jolesz was proposed as a medical Co-Chair and elected with 24 yes votes and one abstention.

10. Miscellaneous

10.1 It is noted and agreed that the following topics should be defined thoroughly and further expanded in the White Paper: hazards, use cases and workflows.

10.2 It is noted and agreed that all interested individuals in WG24 should be given the possibility to be a reader of the documents produced by the WG24 before the texts are finalized. Readers thereby have the opportunity to comment on these documents for further consideration. Active members (contributors) of project groups of WG24 are expected to produce and edit documents relating to the roadmap of WG24. 

10.3 Deadlines:
The next version of the PG documents should be made available by the contributors to the general chair of WG24 by 14th April, 2006 the latest. A first draft version of the White paper is expected to be made available to  the members of the project groups by 19th June 2006 and will be discussed during the 5th WG24 meeting on 1st July 2006. A final draft is expected to be made available before the RSNA 2006 and will be distributed to the readership of WG24.
