3. Situation report White Paper

3.1 H. Lemke has tried to compile a first version of the White Paper from documents provided by different project groups of the White Paper. This proved very difficult, as the documents from different project groups showed extreme differences in depth, style, completeness, language (i.e. some are in German!), some are marketing documents relating to company products/systems in the OR, and some are excellent. For some project groups, documents on the White Paper are non-existent.

3.2 Documents of the chapters of the White Paper, which have reached a state of completion to be distributed to and discussed by all authoring members of the White Paper, are chapters 1, 4, 5, 7, 8, 10, 11 and 13. 

3.3 Documents relating to chapter 2, 3, 6, 9 and 12 are either non-existent, are on a too low level of completion, or need to be substantially revised. The respective authors may want to refer again to chapter 6 as a reference and hopefully, the lead authors will resubmit the revised documents. H. Lemke has been in direct contact with some of the authors asking them to review/rewrite the documents. 

3.4 It has been indicated by members of project group 4 that they require a cardiologist for the preparation of their chapter #6 in the White Paper. Steps to find a suitable person have been taken. 

3.5 It has been discussed and agreed that PG4 and PG6 should work closely together and should consider the possibility, that the two groups may be integrated into one group. 

3.6 A particular unknown situation relates to chapter 9, PG7. No response at all has been received from the authors. It has been decided, if there will be no response from this group by 31st July 2006, chapter 9 of the White Paper will not be included for further consideration.

4. Further activities White Paper

4.1 PG1 Richard Bucholz made specific suggestions to include the following neurosurgical workflows for consideration for PG1: Deep brain stimulation, Glioma resection and skull base surgery. Assistance for workflow presentation is being offered by ICCAS Leipzig.

4.2 The workflows shown in chapter 4, 5, 7 and 8 are not yet harmonized. Thomas Neumuth from ICCAS has agreed to use a Workflow Management Coalition related presentation to convert the workflows accordingly. The envisaged time line is the end of August 2006.

4.3 It is suggested by Richard Bucholz and others is to take into consideration the work done by DICOM, relating to radiation therapy. Modelling aspects in addition to imaging have been included in the DICOM RT modules. It is suggested to further examine these possibilities.

4.4 It is suggested by Pierre Jannin, that PG9 should define “model of surgery”.

4.5 It is suggested, that in PG10 not only image processing, but also modelling aspects, specifically the model of the patient, should be included in the White Paper contribution.

5. Miscellaneous

5.1 For general information, the International Society for Computer Aided Surgery (ISCAS) has asked H. Lemke to serve as the formal representative of ISCAS for WG24. It is hoped, that ISCAS and the German Society for Computer and Robot Assisted Surgery (CURAC), which also has a special work group on surgical PACS and standards, will provide WG 24 with feedback for work items suggested by surgeons, for example, appropriate workflows and use cases
