1. Approval of minutes of the previous meeting #5 (Osaka)

No further amendments or changes have been requested by the attendees. The minutes have been approved. 
2. 
Discussion of draft documents for the White Paper
2.1 E. Cordonnier made a formal request in the name of the DICOM Strategic Committee that WG24 should identify a work item, which could be presented by H.U. Lemke at the RSNA 2006 in the DICOM Strategic Committee meeting. H.U. Lemke responded that such a work item is being elaborated on by ICCAS and will be presented as part of the discussion of the White Paper during this 6th WG24 meeting.

2.2 The White Paper discussion is being initiated with a presentation by H.U. Lemke on chapters 1 and 2 (see attachment 1) on imaging and modelling. In this context, a specific potential work item on geometric models (surface meshes) is presented by M. Gessat (see attachment 2). It is planned to list this and a number of other potential work items in Appendix C of the White Paper.

2.3 Documents of the chapters of the White Paper, which have reached a state of completion to be distributed and to be discussed by all authoring members of the White Paper, are chapters 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 7, 8, 10, 11 and 13. 

2.4 Documents relating to chapter 6, 9 and 12 are still either non-existent, are on a too low level of completion, or need to be substantially revised. 

2.5 It has been indicated that PG 4 has completed their chapter #6 of the White Paper and is ready for distribution.

2.6 L. Berliner suggests to change the order of chapters 1 and 2 and adjust the content accordingly. 

2.7 C. Loef suggests to complement the surgical workflows with data flow information. It is accepted to proceed along these lines wherever possible, but not to delay the completion of the White Paper unduly.

2.8 A particular unknown situation relates to chapter 9, PG7 Anaesthesia. No response at all has been received from the authors. It has been decided, if there will be no further response from this group, qualified anaesthesiologists from other institutions will be contacted. If by the end of October 2006, no authors for chapter 9 of the White Paper can be found, it will not be included for further consideration in the White Paper.

2.9 A discussion took place on whether an equivalent of the IHE scheduled workflow profile should be established for the surgical workflow. No clear solution to this was reached. O. Burgert and H.U. Lemke were asked to look into this further.

3. 
Next activities and meeting dates
3.1 All project groups are requested to continue to improve their chapters and align some of the content of the chapters with the strategies indicated in chapters 1 and 2. Final text and figures of the chapters should be sent to H.U. Lemke by 31st October 2006, the latest.

3.2 H.U. Lemke will compile a version of the White Paper suitable to be discussed at the RSNA DICOM WG 24 meeting. It is planned to make this available by 21st November 2006.

3.3 It was suggested that an important future work item should be to contact and initiate cooperation with other DICOM working groups. The specific working groups which need to be contacted will become clearer as the content of the White Paper will be finalized.

Miscellaneous

4.1 In discussions of H.U. Lemke with EuroPACS and other societies/institutions, they have signalled great interest in the work done by DICOM WG24. In particular, there have been suggestions to have a regular annual workshop on the DOR and related IT infrastructures and standards. The program of such a workshop should include selected invited speakers from the radiological/surgical and informatics community and should comprise breakouts on special topics discussed in working groups. It was agreed that preparations towards such a workshop should proceed and that the workshop should alternate between Europe and USA. H.U. Lemke will make inquiries as regards organizational aspects as well as suitable venues and timing for workshops and further educational activities relating to the DOR and standards.
