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1.	APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES


		


	The minutes of the DICOM Standards Committee meeting held May 20 - 21, 1998 were reviewed. It was noted that the “s” was left off of the “College of American Pathologists”. The minutes were then approved as amended.





2.	ELECTION OF NEW MEMBERS





	There were two applications for membership on the DICOM Standards Committee. Applicants were the American College of Cardiology and the Japan Industries Association of Radiological Systems. Both were approved  as members of the DICOM Standards Committee.











3.	PROPOSED NEW WORK ITEMS





	Dave Heaney presented a Stress Echo Work Item for the Ultrasound Work Group (Exhibit A). The current Ultrasound IODs do not contain enough information for the conveying of Stress Echo data sets. The work would require the addition of a couple new modules. The work item was approved.








	Dave Heaney presented a second work item on MPEG for the Ultrasound Work Group (Exhibit B). Better compression ratios can be obtained with MPEG for Multi-frame (cine) clips. The question was brought up whether to specify MPEG-1 or MPEG-2. There was no decision on this. Also, the question was raised whether clinical trials were necessary. It was stated it was not the job of the DICOM Standards Committee to sponsor clinical trials. The criteria for incorporation into DICOM is that it be a established industry standard and that the WG feels it is needed. It was pointed out that the clarification should be made again that putting MPEG into DICOM does not mean that it is approved. This work item was approved by the DICOM Standards Committee.





4.	REQUEST FOR WORKING GROUP STATUS





	Dave Heaney presented a proposal for a new 3D Work Group to develop 3D Image Object Definitions and a second proposal for a work item for development of  ultrasound specific 3D IODs and SOP classes (Exhibit C). Because of interest in 3D by groups in addition to ultrasound, a new working group was proposed to develop generic 3D modules but not specific modules. Ultrasound will develop specific modules. It was moved and passed to form a new 3D working group. There was one abstention. Dave Heaney agreed to serve as the convener. It was suggested that some of the meetings be held in Europe. At the first meeting the secretary and chairman should be decided. This will be WG 17.








5.	REPORTS FROM THE WORKING GROUPS





	WORKING GROUP 1 (CARDIAC AND VASCULAR INFORMATION)





	In the absence of the WG 1 Chairman, David Clunie presented a brief report. No written report was submitted. They have made recommendations to the ACC with respect to the waveform demonstration at ACC ‘98. For ACC ‘99 they are working with ACC on a touch and feel on a single CD. WG 1 has start work on IVUS in cooperation with WG 12 and are also working on Procedure Log. They desire a larger capacity CD and have requested WG 5 to look into what is available that meets their requirements. They have requested WG 14 to look into media security. It was questioned by the Co-Chair whether Procedure Log and IVUS were work items that were approved by the DICOM Standards Committee.  

















	WORKING GROUP 2 (DIGITAL X RAY)





	Brent Dove, Chairman of WG 2,  prepared a written report (Exhibit D) which was e-mailed before the meeting. WG 2 has no new work items at this time. A demonstration project has been proposed for the ADA Annual Session in October in San Francisco.


	


	WORKING GROUP 3 (NUCLEAR MEDICINE)





	Jeff Pohlhammer, Chairman of WG 3, prepared a written report (Exhibit E) which was e-mailed before the meeting. In the absence of the Chairman, Steve Horii read the report.





	WORKING GROUP 4 (COMPRESSION)





	In the absence of the WG 4 Chairman, David Clunie presented a brief report. No written report was submitted. WG 4 met by teleconference in which Touradj Ebrahimi, Chairman of the JPEG 2000 group charged with evaluating the compression algorithms, participated and invited WG 4 members to submit requirements for medical imaging compression. Tamim Hamid presented the requirements submitted by WG 4 members at the JPEG 2000 meeting in Amsterdam.





	WORKING GROUP 5 (EXCHANGE MEDIA)





	David Clunie, Chairman of WG 5, prepared a written report (Exhibit F) which was e-mailed before the meeting. He reported that the working group is exploring the UDF file system. WG 5 is also matching requirements for media against available media but this is difficult because of the many competing formats at this time. Also, all DICOM Standards Committee members which are also drive and media manufacturers must not participate in the decision of a medium.





	WORKING GROUP 6 (BASE STANDARD)





	Don Van Syckle, Chairman of WG 6, prepared a written report (Exhibit G) which was distributed at the meeting. In the absence of the Chairman Dwight Simon presented the report. He reported that CP 45 received 6 negative votes just under what was required to defeat the approval of the CP. WG 6 distributed the comments to provide members voting in the affirmative to consider changing their vote. He also reviewed the supplements that WG 6 approve for letter ballot.





	WORKING GROUP 7 (RADIOTHERAPY)





	In the absence of the WG 7 Chairman, David Clunie provided a short report. There was no written report submitted. Working Group 7 is planning a demonstration at the AAPM meeting which will test a number of Objects. Supplement 29 - Radiotherapy Treatment Records and Radiotherapy Media Extensions is out for letter ballot.





	WORKING GROUP 8 (STRUCTURED REPORTING)





	Dean Bidgood, Chairman of WG 8, prepared a written report (Exhibit H) which was distributed at the meeting. The frozen draft of Supplement 23 has been updated to the new DICOM Supplement style. The CTM/Medigration DICOM SR/VL reference objects and text-files listing the contents of the data sets will be published on the OUHSC Center for Telemedicine DICOM WEB site.





	WORKING GROUP 9 (OPHTHALMOLOGY)





	Lloyd Hildebrand and Rainer Waedlich, Co-Chairmen of WG 9, distributed the minutes of their first meeting held in Amsterdam (Exhibit I). The meeting was held in conjunction with the Netherlands International Congress of Ophthalmology. Thirty members were present. The Co-chairs were elected. They discussed getting more user involvement in DICOM. A list server has been set up. 





	WORKING GROUP 10 (STRATEGIC ADVISORY)





	Kees Smedema and Dean Bidgood, Co-Chairmen of WG 10 submitted a written report which was distributed at the meeting (Exhibit J). They established operating procedures and standard agenda items to be considered at future meetings. They formed a Ad Hoc Committee to promote the implementation of SR and a Ad Hoc committee to seek user input on security for DICOM including the organization of a seminar possibly to be held during RSNA.


	


	WORKING GROUP 11 (DISPLAY FUNCTION STANDARD)





	Alan Rowberg, Chairman of  WG 11, prepared a written report (Exhibit K) which was distributed at the meeting. He reported that WG 11 had responded to all public comments on Supplement 33 - Grayscale Softcopy Presentation State Storage. It has been submitted to WG 6 for action. WG 11 has proposed to demonstrate Supplement 33 at the ECR meeting in Vienna, Austria.  The plan has been reviewed by the Committee for the Advancement of DICOM and the RFP issued. Responses will be reviewed at the WG 11 meeting on September 9 - 10, 1998. WG 11 continues work on an Advanced Softcopy Presentation State Storage SOP class.





	WORKING GROUP 12 (ULTRASOUND)





	David Heaney, Chairman of WG 12, prepared a written report (Exhibit L) which was e-mailed before the meeting. WG 12 is conducting a cross vendor disk exchange. Any vendor can participate but they must submit a conformance statement. The most common format in the exchange is MOD but there are others in the exchange.

















	WORKING GROUP 13 (VISIBLE LIGHT)





	No written report was presented. Lloyd Hildebrand, Co-Chairman of WG 13, reported that WG 13 has not meet since the last meeting. They are trying to recruit from other professional societies and desire to do a demonstration on multimodality. 


	


	WORKING GROUP 14 (SECURITY)





	Lawrence Tarbox, Chairman of  WG 14 (Security), distributed a written report at the meeting (Exhibit M). He reported that a meeting on security was held in Japan sponsored by MEDIS-DC and JIRA at which Supplement 31 - Security Enhancements One was reviewed. The decision to change the status flags was made at the meeting. The public comment period ends the end of September. At the WG 14 meeting held August 25, 1998 it was decided to split out digital signatures into a new supplement. 





	WORKING GROUP 15 (DIGITAL MAMMOGRAPHY)





	David Clunie, Co-Chairman of WG 15, prepared a written report (Exhibit N) which was e-mailed before the meeting. David Clunie reported that WG 15 has finished Supplement 32 and that their next work item is mammography reporting.





	WORKING GROUP 16 (MAGNETIC RESONANCE)





	David Clunie, Convener of WG 16, prepared a written report (Exhibit O) which was e-mailed before the meeting. The first meeting will be held in Geneva, Switzerland in September. The European Secretariat is handling this meeting.





7.	STAFF REPORT





	 NEMA Staff reported the status of  current ballots (Exhibit P). Ballot Number 20 - Digital X-ray passed but received 3 negative votes which will need to be resolved by WG 6. Ballots No. 21 - Codes and Controlled Terminology, No. 22 - Printer Configuration Retrieval SOP Class and New Optional Attributes for Basic Print and No. 23 - Add Stored Print Media Storage - Retire Normalized Media Storage all were all approved. Ballot No. 24 - DICOM Correction Package 4 expired August 24, 1998. As of that date sufficient ballots were received and there were two negative votes. Ballot No. 25 - Radiotherapy Treatment Records and Radiotherapy Media Extensions expires September 7, 1998. In response to WG 6 request, 7 members changed their vote to disapprove CP 45 - Clarification on Encoding Type 2 Sequence Elements which was in Ballot No. 15. Thus CP 45 was not approved. Ballots No. 18 - Retiring Reference Print and No. 19 - Proposed Changes on the DICOM Standards Committee Procedures did not receive sufficient ballots returned and will need new ballots. A request was made to acknowledge each ballot as it is received.











8.	REPORT FROM THE AD HOC COMMITTEE ON DICOM PUBLISHING





	David Clunie reported that the final draft of DICOM is on the NEMA WEB. DICOM is in publication and the hard copy is the official standard. There are no plans for publishing a CD-ROM.





9.	REPORT ON EUROPEAN ACTIVITIES





	Kees Smedema reported that no response has been received from CEN to our letter. Margreeth van Donk, from the European Secretariat would like to organize more meetings in Europe. Funding the European Secretariat is by a number of COCIR members. The mechanism for having a meeting in Europe is to contact Margreeth van Donk directly to staff the meeting.





10. 	REPORT OF THE NOMINATING COMMITTEE





	Brent Dove, Chairman of the Nominating Committee, reported that there were two candidates; Lloyd Hildebrand and Steven Horii (Exhibit Q). There were no nominations from the floor. A letter ballot will be prepared with the balloting completed before the December meeting. The successful candidate will be announced at the December meeting and will take office at the March 1999 meeting.





11.	DISCUSSION OF COMMITTEE POSITION ON ISO/TC215





	Dave Best reported that the DICOM Executive Committee was activated and developed two position papers (Exhibits R & S). One was forwarded from NEMA to the US TAG for ISO/TC215. The other was forwarded as the position of the DICOM Standards Committee to ISO/ TC215 as approved by the DICOM Executive Committee and to be approved by the full DICOM Standards Committee. The motion was made and passed ( 19 for, 0 against, and 1 abstention) to accept the DICOM Executive Committee position as the DICOM Standards Committee position.





	It was also reported that at the ISO/TC215 meeting a resolution was passed that ISO/TC215 establish an Ad Hoc group chaired by Brazil to identify the need for a biomedical imaging working group and that the Ad Hoc group contact DICOM regarding their participation and report the next meeting of ISO/TC215. Dave Best agreed to be the DICOM representative to the Ad Hoc group.





	The motion was made and passed unanimously to delegate to the DICOM Executive Committee the day to day decision which must be made between meetings such as the positions with respect to ISO/TC215. The Committee expressed its appreciation to Jay Gaeta and Tim Cramer on their research into the PAS process. Dave Best expressed to JIRA his appreciation for their help and cooperation in the past.
