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1. 	PURPOSE OF CONFERENCE





	The purpose of the conference call was to discuss two topics:





a) The establishment of the combined DICOM WG 20/HL7 SIG


b) ISO TC 215 and SR and Waveform (Partial DICOM)





2.	DISCUSSION





	Members discussed what should be proposed as the name of the joint group. It was stated it should not be the joint DICOM WG 20 and the HL7 IMSIG. Suggested was DICOM-HL7 Joint Working Group 8. Also suggested was to use the title proposed for WG 20, Integration of Imaging and Information Systems. With regard to election of Co-Chairs, proposed was to have one Co-Chair as a member of the DICOM Committee and the other Co-Chair a member of HL7. Election of the Co-Chairs would be by the entire Joint Working Group membership. There should only be token fees for attending meetings. From the DICOM side Nikolaus Wirsz agreed to be a convenor. The next step is for either Dave Best or Lloyd Hildebrand to contact the HL7 leadership to work out the framework for the joint working group. Stanley Huff will be the next Chair of HL7 and was believed to take office in January 2000.





	Members also discussed and commented on the ISO TC 215 Task Force DICOM Liaison Report for TC 215 dated September 18, 1999. It was moved and passed to have a letter ballot by the DICOM Executive Committee on the following position for the DICOM Standards Committee:





The DICOM Committee agrees that the Report of the ISO TC 215 Task Force DICOM Liaison (N77) has addressed the issues and is a good basis to proceed with the liaison between TC 215 and the DICOM Committee.





The DICOM Standards Committee has delegated authorty to the DICOM Executive Committee in this matter.





	Members also discussed the issues raised by some members of TC 215 concerning overlap in the scope of TC 215 and the DICOM supplements on Waveform and Structured Report. A consensus was reached that the relevant DICOM WGs should complete the development of these supplements corresponding to work items initiated prior to the formation of ISO TC 215 and proceed with their final approval without delay. These supplements address immediate needs of the imaging community  to convey information strongly tied to images.  There are no other standards available that address these needs.  As work progresses within TC 215, the DICOM committee expects to work with TC 215 members to evolve our standards.
