1.	Purpose of the Conference Call


The Committee’s mission is to expand the use of the DICOM Standard.  Consistent with that mission, the purpose of this conference call was to determine whether there is a need for a workshop to share experiences in implementing DICOM structured reporting and, if so, to plan a workshop that will address that need.  





2.	Discussion


Members noted that a tutorial seminar (workshop) on structured reporting (SR) was held in March of 2000, and it would be appropriate to plan a follow-up workshop that provides an opportunity for persons who have implemented SR to explain the approach they used and comment on the experience.  Was it easy or difficult?  What lessons were learned?  Would you do it the same way again or prefer to take a different approach?


Fred Behlen reported that WG 20 had been thinking of planning a workshop on using XML tools to handle SR.  Likewise, Cameron Bracket noted that he was preparing to restart Working Group 8 on Structured Reporting in early June.  Given these and other observations, the group reached a consensus that timing is right for such an event.


The following decisions and assignments were made:


The workshop will be held on June 8 at a hotel near NEMA’s Headquarters in Rosslyn, VA.


Sufficient space should be provided to accommodate 100 to 150 participants.


Speakers will be offered either 30 minutes for presentation and 10 minutes for questions or 15 minutes for presentation and 5 minutes for questions.  


One hour should be provided at the conclusion of the day to discuss what was learned and what seem to be the most promising directions for future work.


The registration fee was set at $250 to cover room rental costs plus lunch and two breaks.  


Presenters will not be charged any registration fee.  


Potential speakers must send an abstract of 500 words or fewer by May 25.


Charles Parisot will prepare a draft workshop announcement and circulate it to Fred Behlen, Cameron Brackett, Howard Clark, David Clunie and Doug Sluis for comments.


Howard Clark will distribute the announcement as widely as possible.


David Clunie will try to get an announcement in the SCAR newsletter.


Fred Behlen will circulate the announcement to persons on the HL7 listserv.


Charles Parisot will try to get publicity through IHE.


A workshop moderator needs to be identified.





3.	Other Business


Charles Parisot asked if anyone on the conference call might be willing to serve as chairman of this committee.  No response was detected at the time, as potential volunteers need, first, to check with their corporate managers.


David Clunie asked whether a demonstration of General Purpose Waveforms might be appropriate at a future IHE meeting.  There appeared to be no consensus on that issue.
