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1.	APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES


		


	The minutes from the October 19 - 20, 1999 WG 1 meeting were provisionally approved as a quorum was not present at the time they were reviewed. They will be reviewed for final approval at the next meeting when a quorum is present.





2.	REVIEW OF OCTOBER 21 WG 5 MEETING





	David Leong reported that WG 5 met but did not reach a decision on a new medium for DICOM. There has been very little change with respect to DVD products since the last WG 5 meeting. WG 5 is still considering DVD-RAM and DVD-R. WG 12 would like DVD-RAM because it is rewritable and could replace the present MODs and floppies specified for US. However, DVD-RAM does not have universal read capability and DVD-R which has universal read capability has only one drive manufacturer. 





	WG 1 reaffirmed their requirements for a highly reliable system based on the expected use and that it have ubiquitous access and expressed concerns about the new HIPPA requirements and other security issues. 























3.	DECEMBER 2, 1999 DICOM COMMITTEE MEETING





	David Leong stated he presented the WG 1 report to the DICOM Standards Committee. It was reported at the Committee meeting that Templates will be part of  Supplement 53. Since they will not be a part of the DICOM Standard it was questioned whether a work item for templates was needed. At the DICOM Standards Committee meeting it was mentioned that IHE had invited other professional groups other than radiology to participate. Tom Kennedy stated that IHE did contact ACC at the WG 1 meeting in Barcelona to participate at the WG 1 meeting in Barcelona but that there was no other formal communication.





	A work item was approved to add MIME encoding to allow e-mail transfer of DICOM objects. WG 6 was assigned the work item. The IVUS draft was brought up as ready for WG 6 review, but the WG 6 Chairman stated  that the WG 6 agenda for the January meeting is full and IVUS could not be discussed at that meeting.





4.	IVUS IOD





	Charles Thomas went over changes made based on the editors issues. Members recommended putting back in IVUS Section C7.4.2.1 from waveform. A number of minor editorial suggestions were made. David Leong will deliver a schedule of WG 1 work to WG 6 and also request WG 6 to review the IVUS draft. 





5.	DICOM 2000





	ACC Staff reported that the solicitation letter went out November 23, 1999 but only one response had been received which was Heart Lab.  The letter requested a response by December 15, 1999. It was suggested that the solicitation letter also be sent to those vendors participating in IHE. Staff also presented the ACC 2000 DICOM Demonstration Budget and time line based on the ACC teleconference with WG 1 leaders and ACC staff. The budget for ACC 2000 has been revised to $60,000. For ACC 2000 there will be a one page flyer and the CD which participants will receive a copy of  before the meeting. The CD will be sent to vendors by February 19, 2000. 





	A schedule for the booth is also needed. Booth times are Monday, 8:30 a.m. - 5:00 p.m., Tuesday, 8:30 a.m. - 5:00 p.m., Wednesday, 8:30 a.m. - noon. Martin Kernberg will check whether a technical person can be available during the entire time. Members of WG 1 should also be at the booth. The clinician schedule will be set at the February meeting. 





	Members discussed briefly IHE and how ACC might get involved. Hartwig Blume will e-mail information and contacts to Carolyn Lanham and John Hirshfeld. 











6.	DICOM 2001





	For DICOM 2001 participants will receive the data set and the software that allows the reporting of the data set. The draft Request for Proposal - Structured Reporting Demonstration Software and Data Set was discussed. The question was raised on the advisability of permitting the use of proprietary software components for the structured reporting demonstration software. Members felt this could be handled by not accepting a proposal for which the license fee was too high. Members felt the proposal should require the respondent to provide test methodology itemizing the validation of SR objects generated for the SR generator. The respondent should also provide a test method for objects generated and viewed.   





7.	DIGITAL INTEGRATED CARDIAC RECORD DRAFT





	Martin Kernberg presented an overview of the document. Little has changed from the previous document. He presented a draft for Section IV of the document on Stress Electrocardiogram.





8.	TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING





	The next meeting of WG 1 is scheduled for January 11 - 12, 2000 at NEMA Headquarters in Rosslyn, Virginia.
