LACK OF QUORUM





Since a quorum was not present, it was decided to proceed with the agenda with the understanding that any actions taken are subject to the approval of WG 1 either by letter ballot or at the next meeting of WG 1.





1.	APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES


	


	The minutes from the September 25 - 26, 2000 meeting were reviewed. Under Section 5, A. Hemodynamics, fifth sentence, “state” should be added after “patient”. Under Section 5, D. QCA, last sentence, “OCA” should be “QCA”. The minutes will be formally approved at the next WG 1 meeting when a quorum is present.





2.	DICOM STANDARDS COMMITTEE MEETING





	David Clunie stated that WG 1 did not have a written report for the DICOM Standards Committee meeting and made no contribution to the strategic document. Also, the issue of staff resource allocation was discussed and it was felt that WG 1 was having meetings out of proportion to what was being accomplished. The proposal was made at the DICOM Standards Committee meeting that any WG that can find a non-vendor who attends the WG meetings regularly, can use them as the secretary for purposes of taking and writing the minutes and ensuring that antitrust issues are not discussed. The proposal will be incorporated into the DICOM Committee Operating Procedures by the DICOM Executive Committee and sent out for letter ballot.

















	Also discussed was the amount of meeting time some working groups are spending on the administrative aspects of demonstrations. It was suggested that the meeting might be split in two parts, one part would be the DICOM technical part, the other part would be on the demonstration and would be sponsored by the NEMA MII Committee for the Advancement of DICOM, ACC, etc.





	Also discussed at the meeting was the reactivation of WG 8 provided:





a) CAP serves as the secretariat


b) A detailed scope is prepared


c) Work items are approved





	Members of WG 1 suggested that the frequency of meetings be reduced to 4 times a year with demo discussions held outside the technical meeting. Also suggested was the need to take up to the ACC Cath Committee the request to produce a Cath report.





3.	PROPOSAL TO NOMINATE WG 1 CHAIRS





	Because of the need for continuity at meetings and that it is difficult for one person to attend all the meetings, it was agreed to have co-chairs. Harry Solomon and Jon Elion were nominated and a letter ballot was requested. Jon Elion made it clear that he had vendor ties and that he was not representing the ACC but did have a clinical background.	





4.	WORKING GROUP 5 TELECONFERENCE REPORT





	David Clunie reported on the WG 5 teleconference at which it was decided consensus could not be reached on one media. It was decided to split Supplement 40 into two. Supplement 40 will be on DVD-RAM. At the present time there is only one drive vendor for DVD-R. Consequently, the WG 1 requirements of a ubiquitous readability and more than one drive manufacturer is not met at this time. WG 1 members requested that it be made clear that WG 1 will continue to wait until there is more than one drive manufacturer.





5.	SUPPLEMENT 48 - IVUS





	Charles Thomas reported that there have been comments made that IVUS is not needed. At present there is no champion for the Supplement. IVUS manufacturers have been able to use the existing DICOM. A possibility would be to incorporate what is needed for IVUS into the Ultrasound IOD. Members are to contact IVUS manufacturers and encourage them to comment on the IVUS Supplement.

















6.	REVIEW OF TEMPLATES





A. CATH LAB PROCEDURE LOG





	The Procedure Log is the logging system which provides a way to go back to see what was done. Anything worthy of logging such as devices, contrast agents, etc. are bar coded. Harry Solomon reviewed the general structured he used. Members suggested that each line in the table would need additional explanation. Also, Template CLPL 101 - Image Acquisition would need some restructuring but to wait until the other templates are reviewed.





B. ECG





	Jon Elion went over the Electrocardiography Template Specifications that reflected changes made based on comments at the last meeting. Members commented that the chart on page 3 should indicate that this is a human readable report. Also, the block “Contains Technique Container” and everything under it should be moved to the last column under “Contains Coded Summary Code”. On page 7, under measurements it was questioned whether normal ranges should be provided. No decision was made. Also the STP Standard for units should be used.





C. CATH REPORT





	Jon Elion went over his revised draft for the Cardiac Catheterization Report Template Specifications. It was suggested that this template be set aside for the present time and replaced by a very simple one with basic text and references to images. Two options were suggested for changing the present template:





add some elements for text fields


strip way down





After discussion it was decided to add to the present template top level blocks and text fields of Presentation, Techniques, Findings, Complications, and Recommendations.





D. QCA





	Jon Elion went over the QCA Template Specifications. It was pointed out that this template was missing wall motion analysis. Jon Elion will add this to the template.




















E. HEMODYNAMICS





	Richard Crane went over the Hemodynamic Template. He explained how there could be two values for one term. He will put Patient State in a container and will take out special measurements (arterial, atrial, ventricular, and venous). For TID 503, source location should be used rather than ROI. Also TCOORD should be labeled “source of measurement”. CID 702 Equations should be put back into the document. Drugs and perfusion agents should be separated. Only drugs administered in the cath lab and drugs the patient is taking should be listed. Context ID 10 should be removed and Administered drugs and pre-procedural medication added.	





7.	ACC AND ESC 2001 DICOM DEMONSTRATIONS





	Jon Elion reported that the templates for the Demo are about completed and that the data base is in fairly good shape. The web site is about two weeks behind. He has not received from the ACC any educational material to go on the disk. The software is in reasonably good shape. The deadline for the master disk is February 1, 2001. Jon Elion reported that cardiologist have an interest for the hemo data to come out and show up on the report. They would also like to see the echo data come up on the report but this will not be shown.
