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1.	PURPOSE OF CONFERENCE CALL

2.	DISCUSSION





	Martin Kernberg stated he revised the notational system so that the information in the boxes is carried as the boxes are moved around. Also, he added hypertext links so it is easy to leaf through documents. The Elm Tree diagrams can be easily revised and represented. This method has been recommended to HL7 and they will consider it.





	Hans Reiber was interested in contributing from the European side and Martin Kernberg sent him the documents produced by WG 1. They have provided the complete data set for QA.





	Jon Elion reported that he believed his presentation to participants who have signed up for the DICOM 2001 Demonstration went well. He also presented a progress report on the template development. Templates for QCA, Cath Report, and ECG are well along. Templates for Procedure Log and Hemodynamics are still in the conceptual phase. He has made a ACC 2001 Mapping Resource to aid in the template completion.





	The question was asked how pixels are handled under ucum. Richard Crane will check with Gunther Schadow of HL7.
