1. Approval of Previous Minutes 
Approval of the minutes from the September 5, 2001 meeting of WG 1 was deferred until the next meeting.
2. Waveform Presentation State
No additional work was reported on the Supplement for Waveform Presentation State. 

3. DVD-R
No additional work was reported on the Supplement for DVD-R. 

4. Review of Supplement 66
The members conducted a review of Supplement 66 - Cath Lab SR in preparation for Public Comment. Release for Public Comment was approved by WG6 the prior week. Several editorial changes were agreed to, and the editor will consolidate the proposed lists of terms prior to Public Comment publication.

The Quantitative Analysis templates were removed from the Supplement prior to the WG6 meeting. A revised data set was submitted by Philps and Medis after the October 1 date established at the September meeting as a cutoff, and still require significant re-formatting into DICOM SR template formats. These will be included into a new Supplement to be developed next year.

5. Cath lab workflow integration
The members continued discussion of the sufficiency of the DICOM workflow information model and management services (e.g., Modality Worklist, Modality Performed Procedure Step) for the multi-modality cath lab. The members performed a detailed analysis of the scheduling and status information flow, and reached consensus that an actor (in the IHE sense) should provide a distribution/collection point for workflow information for each lab. This actor is separable from an actor that provides scheduling/work management at the department level. (See Appendix.)

6. Time and Place for Next Meeting
The next meeting of the Working Group is scheduled to be convened in the West Palm Beach area or at NEMA headquarters on February 11-12, 2001.
