1. Preliminary Events 

· Participants identified themselves and their employers/organizations.  A quorum was not present.

· No changes were made to the agenda.  Co-Chair Harry Solomon emphasized that he hoped to review the latest drafts of Supplements 76 and 77 to assure that their terminology is consistent with that in Supplement 66.

· Minutes from the meeting of November 20 – 21, 2002 will need to be reviewed at the next meeting.

2. Supplement 66: Cath Lab Reports

Harry Solomon reported that members of WG-06 held a teleconference on January 30 to review the latest version of Sup66.  During that Tcon, Mr. Solomon highlighted the few revisions that had been made to the document in response to recommendations provided by members of WG-06 during its meeting on January 6 – 10, 2003.  A few additional refinements were also incorporated during the conference call.  However, there are eight critical, anatomical terms that still need to be defined by SNOMED.  Communication with the SNOMED staff indicates that these may be available in time for the March meeting of WG-06.  Therefore, further action on Sup66 was deferred until that meeting occurs.

3. Supplement 76: Quantitative Arteriography and Ventriculography

Bas Revet led a detailed, line-by-line discussion of the most recent draft of Supplement 76.  Members agreed that the resulting draft should be submitted to WG-06 at its June meeting with the goal of having it approved for Public Comment.  There will, of course, be another opportunity to review the document at Working Group One’s May meeting in Rosslyn.

4. Supplement 77: IVUS Measurements

While the editor of Supplement 77 was not present, members, nevertheless, conducted a quick review of the overall structure of this document.  Harry Solomon will communicate the recommended changes to the editor.  The immediate goal is to prepare a draft sufficient for Public Comment.

5. Supplement 80: DVD Media Application Profiles

This supplement was approved for Public Comment at the January 2003 meeting of WG-06.  Thus far, no comments have been received.  The comment period closes on March 14, 2003.

6. Report on Other Activities of Interest to DICOM WG-01

Harry Solomon reported that: 

· The American College of Cardiology had made a decision to become formally associated with IHE.  A meeting is planned on the 28th of March at McCormick Place in Chicago.  Additional information is available on the ACC web page.  

· On March 24, members of WG-06 will host an “Open Discussion on the Principles and Content of DICOM Interoperability Policy” at NEMA’s Headquarters in Rosslyn, VA.  

· There is a joint Ad Hoc Working Group of personnel from the DICOM community and from ISO’s TC 215/WG 2.  Participants in this group are developing a standard for web access to DICOM Persistent Objects.  Details on that effort may be found at:
