I. PURPOSE  OF TELECONFERENCE
The purpose of the teleconference was to discuss 5 Change Proposals in order to provide feedback to WG 6 in advance of their next meeting at RSNA.

II. DISCUSSION OF CHANGE PROPOSALS
The 5 change proposals were addressed.

CP 329 – Clarification of usage of Center of Rotation Offset in NM IODs. WG 6 had asked that WG 3 clarify the usage of Center of Rotation (COR) offset in nuclear medicine IODs. After some discussion, the following text would be added to end of section C.8.4.11.5 Center of Rotation Offset.  “Shall only be included with a non-zero value if: 1. Image Type (0008,0008) Value 3 is TOMO or GATED TOMO . 2. If COR offset is zero no COR offset correction shall be applied, and 3. If COR offset is non-zero, then the receiver shall assume that the COR correction has not been applied.  This change will be revisited at the WG 6 meeting in January 2003.

CP 330 – Addition of Slice Order indication for NM IODs – It was decided to add an attribute stating that it may be used for cardiac only, since no one could think of an instance in which it would be relevant to non-cardiac uses.

CP 331 – Revision of View Codes for NM IODs – It was stated that this change proposal combined certain aspects which WG 3 members had wanted to change with CP 256 and CP 295.  Annex G Part 16 dealt with further

definitions of code meanings, but this did not change what WG 3 members wished to do. It was stated by Allen that the notation of “frontal” was confusing, because it could be confused with the term “anterior.” Members were asked to check with their applications people whether “frontal” was used in clinical practice.  Applications groups should also be asked about the use of submento-vertex as a term.  Jeff asked that members respond to him by tomorrow with the results of these discussions.

CP – Stress/rest terminology – Jeff related that feedback on this CP had been obtained from David Clunie, chair of WG 6 and Doug Sluis, chair of WG 17 – 3D DICOM WG.  There was dissatisfaction with the use of Acquisition Context Sequence expressed by David Clunie.  This was different than the way ultrasound manufacturers were handling this issue. It was agreed that a NM Series Module should be added. Stage Code Sequence would be an attribute to be included in this module. Jeff agreed to check whether the title of Table CID YYYY, NM Patient State Values was appropriate. New code numbers would need to be assigned to the code meanings, other than Resting State, in the table. Considerable discussion arose over defining the code meanings of Redistribution State and Delayed Redistribution State as to whether they were time-dependent or if “delayed” was dependent on another set of images. It was agreed that Delayed Redistribution State was not dependent on another set of images.  It was agreed that the references dealing with thallium should be removed. Also, Redistribution State, it was agreed, would correspond to imaging 2-6 hours after injection, and a sentence added that this was normally only done for thallium. The reference for thallium would be kept for Delayed Redistribution State. 

CP – Addition of Phase description in NM IODs – It was said that there was no way to label the phases of washout. There was consensus that an additional attribute, particularly a basic text description of the particular phase, should be added.  

III. NEXT STEPS FOR FURTHER ACTION
It was agreed that Jeff would make the edits to the change proposals and send to conferees for review. This would be done by tomorrow. On Monday, November 25, Rich Eaton would distribute them to the entire WG 3 membership.

IV. TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING
There was no further meeting or teleconference scheduled at this time.

V. ADJOURNMENT
