I. PURPOSE OF TELECONFERENCE
The purpose of the teleconference was to discuss placing stress/rest at the Series Level in the Nuclear Medicine IOD, and to resolve the issue for presentation to DICOM WG 6 at its June meeting.

II. STRESS/REST ISSUE
Eyal Shai explained his concern, stating that putting stress/rest  at the Image Level would give manufacturers more flexibility. If stress/rest were put in the Series Level, there would be huge delays in implementation. 

Tom Milo stated that if stress and rest were acquired at different times, they had been put in a separate series, and this had been supported for a long time. Even if they had been acquired in a separate series, they would be put in the same series if processed together. While registration of images did not have to be in the same series, Jeff Pohlhammer stated, Eyal replied that they were in fact in the same series in his cases.

Jeff reported that WG 6 was looking for consistency in application. However, it was acknowledged that the various modalities did not put stress/ rest in the same level. It was pointed out that nuclear medicine was multi-frame while other modalities were not, thus the way in which nuclear medicine handled grouping was different than for other modalities. 

After some discussion, it was decided that the Acquisition Context Module was to be placed at the Image Level, rather than at the Series Level.

III. NEXT STEPS FOR FURTHER ACTION
Jeff stated that he would submit the decision of DICOM WG 3 to WG 6 for review at its upcoming June 2003 meeting.

IV. TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING
The next meeting was left to the call of the chair. The WG would not be holding a meeting at the Society of Nuclear Medicine meeting in New Orleans in June 2003.
