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I. REVIEW OF PREVIOUS MINUTES
The minutes of the June 21, 2004 meeting were approved as distributed.

II. DEVELOPMENT OF MULTIFRAME PET IOD
Jeff Pohlhammer summarized the discussion regarding development of a Multiframe PET IOD at the June 21 meeting in Philadelphia and the comments received on the issue. The problems with the existing PET IOD were reviewed and the “pros” and “cons” of developing the object were discussed. 

It was stated that if it was possible to harmonize the existing IOD with CT and MR it would be advantageous.  After some discussion, it was decided to fix a number of items in the existing PET object:

-Injection date – but do not make it mandatory

-Series time definitions – clean up ambiguity

-Definitions of units

-Addition of notes regarding usage of window level

-PET – bequerel vs megabequerel

A break was taken at 2:35 p.m. and the meeting resumed at 2:50 p.m.

After some discussion, a motion was made and passed to address individual items with the existing IOD and develop a PET Multiframe IOD along the same lines as the new CT IOD.

III. NEXT STEPS FOR FURTHER ACTION
It was recommended that a Change Proposal (CP) for the changes to be made to the existing IOD be developed by January 9, 2005 in order to obtain a number from WG 6 to be placed in a voting packet for the March WG 6 meeting. The CP would be considered at the March WG 6 meeting with the intent that it would be voted on by June with final text in September.

In addition, it was urged that Jeff speak to Bas Revet in hopes that he would be agreeable to serving as editor of the new Multiframe object. Jon Treffert and Tom Milo agreed to review floating point and scaling issues.

IV. REAL WORLD MAPPING OBJECT
Dave Clunie’s idea on Real World Mapping Object was discussed. It was stated that a decision should be made on what constraints to put on it.  It was felt that this should be an open issue to be discussed in WG 6 in the January meeting.

V. MIP IOD DISCUSSION
There was discussion on MIP IOD. The Nuclear Medicine IOD, it was stated, had no MIP representation. Members of the WG were asked to think about what needed to be in a MIP image and send comments to Jeff. Once the questions are raised, Jeff will prepare a list of open issues to be discussed at the next meeting, when a determination can be made if this should be pursued.

VI. DISCUSSION OF FUSION
Tom Milo’s document was discussed. Questions were raised if restrictions should be applied and if a blended softcopy presentation state was appropriate. An issue was raised as to the kind of implementation which would make sense for PET/CT customers.

It was recommended that fusion should require resampling and not registration capability and the viewer should have responsibility for interpolation. This topic would be discussed further with Jerry Wallis of the Society of Nuclear Medicine.

VII. TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING
The next meeting of WG 3 will be held in June 2005 on the Monday afternoon of the Society of Nuclear Medicine meeting in Toronto, Canada.  There was also a possibility of convening a meeting at NEMA in March 2005.

VIII. ADJOURNMENT
The meeting was adjourned at 5:15 p.m.
