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1.	PURPOSE OF CONFERENCE CALL





	The purpose of the conference call was to discuss the results of the September meeting of the US National Body for JPEG and make any preparations for the December meeting in Maui, Hawaii.





2.	DISCUSSION





	David Clunie and Kathleen Rattell reported that at the National Committee meeting they worked on the draft to get it ready for the December JPEG 2000 meeting in December at which time it hopefully can be approved as a Committee Draft. In Part 1, 16 bits must be sent but bits can be dropped when received. This is still not resolved to WG 4 satisfaction but the Committee members are not willing to change this. The new entropy encoder is working fine. The visual part is not done yet. The Chairman’s report for the France Ad Hoc meeting is on the JPEG 2000 server.





	David Foos reported on the evaluation status with respect to the medical images. Compressed were 4 CT, 4 MR, 4 US, and 17 monochrome images and 5 plane projection radiographs. Bit rates used were between 5/1 and 128/1. There were about 7 observers and not ever observer rated every image. No window level adjustments were allowed. A 9 point subjective rating scale was used. 





	At 0.5 bit/pixel for all algorithms all observers reported just noticeable differences. Below 0.5 bit/pixel all observers reported  more than just noticeable differences and there was variability in observer reporting. At 1/8 bit/pixel wavelet TC2 did better than JPEG. Alan Chien of Eastman Kodak will give this report at the December JPEG 2000 meeting. It is necessary to get Lloyd Hildebrand and other ophthalmologists to look at the ophthalmology images and Joseph Kvedar to look at the Dermatology images. 





	It was agreed that the results of the December JPEG 2000 meeting would be reported to WG 4 members by e-mail.
