1.	APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES





	The minutes from the September 23, 1998 and January 7 - 8, 1999 meetings of WG 5 were approved as presented.





2.	PROPOSAL FOR DVD-RCS





	Hewlett-Packard Company has given their rights to the multi-read concept and specification for DVD to OSTA. OSTA has changed the working title for the multi-read specification for DVD from DVD-RCS to Multi-Read 2000. It is estimated, however, that multi-read products will	not be available for two years. 





3.	MEDIA INDUSTRY ANNOUNCEMENTS





	With respect to DVD-R format one manufacturer has a drive in production that will write incrementally but it does not have the capability of reading on the writer. They plan the release of the second generation DVD-R drives in about one week. Other vendors announced their intention to produce a DVD-R drive but do not have products yet. Another manufacturer has announced the development of a DVD- RAM drive capable of both reading and writing to discs with a maximum, double-sided capacity of 9.4 GB and a single-sided capacity of 4.7 GB. Also, it was reported there is growing support for a 4.7 GB DVD+RW format.





4.	DRAFT SUPPLEMENT 40 - DVD MEDIA USING UDF





	No comments were received on draft Supplement 40 - DVD Media Using UDF in response to the request for public comment. Members discussed whether version 1.5 or 2.0 of UDF should be specified in the draft. It was decided to specify 1.5 since that is what is being used now. It was decided with the present state of DVD media and drives that Supplement 40 should be frozen for trial implementation with two media now available specified, DVD-RAM and DVD-R. However, it will state in the frozen draft Supplement 40 that version 1.5 is specified now but the move will be toward version 2.0 at the time of balloting Supplement 40 if  version 2.0 is in use at that time.





	For the frozen draft all profiles will be removed from the present draft except for the general profile. References to all media except DVD-RAM and DVD-R will be removed.


�5.	SECURITY





	Member were of the opinion that not much on security exists at the present time for DVD.





6.	COMPLIANCE TESTING





	OSTA has a proposed UDF Compliance Test Disc Specification. Members discussed briefly the possibility of making a test disk for testing conformance.
