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1. 	PURPOSE OF CONFERENCE





	The purpose of the conference call was to provide an update on any testing and to get a report from Charles Thomas on his research with respect to the UDF requirement of an unique identifier for each piece of medium and how it might be incorporated into DICOM.





2.	DISCUSSION





	Dee Sproule reported that Pioneer has introduced their second generation DVD-R drive with 4.7 GB. Several companies are writing software. Sony has a product for DVD-R but in beta only. The Sony and Pioneer disks are compatible. Dwight Simon stated that Merge has not started testing yet for DVD-R. David Leong reported that Picker has done some testing on DVD-RAM.





	David Leong brought up the security issue for media. Larry Tarbox, Chairman of WG 14 (Security) reported that the DICOM Standards Committee had approved a work item for WG 14 to develop security for media in the DICOM Standard. WG 14 has discussed  three possibilities:





a. Encrypting individual data elements


b. Extend meta file header and negotiate on TLS level.


c. Encapsulate into a Mime envelope.





It was also mentioned that WG 1 is discussing a file extension like <.dcm>. It was requested that file extensions be put on the next WG 5 agenda.





	Charles Thomas stated that he had not been able to contact the right people to answer the question of whether DICOM could use the unique identifier fields in UDF. This would allow identification of a DICOM disk.





	Andy Parsons reported that the UDF 2.0 specification should be out in a couple of weeks. Hardware will be available toward the first of the year. He suggested that the best person for members to contact for information on UDF was Bob Zollo of Software Architect, Inc (SAI). He also reported that a group of four companies had formed an alliance to approach the DICOM Standards Committee to resolve any objections to DVD-R for DICOM applications.





	David Leong will contact David Clunie to schedule a WG 5 meeting for the purpose of getting an update on DVD by vendors.
