1.	APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES

The July 8, 1999 teleconference report was reviewed and it was noted that in the fourth paragraph CTCAT should be SIGCAT and in the last sentence of the fourth paragraph “in products” should be added after “accomplished”. This teleconference and the September 13, 1999 teleconference will be reviewed officially at the next meeting of WG 5 when a quorum is present.





2.	REVIEW OF STATUS OF DVD-R AND DVD-RW





	Andy Parsons of  Pioneer reviewed the status of DVD-R and DVD-RW. He reported that the PSTM working group has developed proposals on a caddy concept for DVD-R. Members of the group are:

	Andy Parsons stated that DVD-RW (rewritable) is similar to DVD-R (write-once) and that DVD-R media is already “playable” on most existing DVD readers and writers. Disks available include:

	Andy Parsons proposed a common DVD-R Disc Caddy for medical applications to include:





Low cost


Reliable


Design Flexibility


High speed capability


Easy to take disc out





Technical specifications to include:





Based on current caddy


No shutter


Wide window for optical pick-up


No clamper on the caddy





Members did express concern that drives may not be available for the caddy.





3.	REVIEW OF STATUS OF DVD-RAM





	Mike DiMascio reported on the status of  DVD-RAM. RAM has standard form with the drives and format based mainly on the consumer issues.  There will be 4.7 GB drives available by May 2000 which can also use 2.6 GB disc to write.




















4.	REVIEW OF STATUS OF UDF





	Andy Parsons and Ryuichiro Yoshimuna reviewed the status of UDF. UDF 2.0 has minor differences from UDF 1.5. UDF 2.0 supports random write, incremental write, packet write and UDF bridge capability. The following proposal was made:





For write DVD


- UDF 2.0 most applications


- UDF-Bridge for DVD-ROM compatible write





Read DVD


UDF 2.0 read capability is recommended


- UDF 2.0 read functions also support UDF 1.02/1.50


- Lower UDF readers are not guaranteed to read higher UDF format media





5.	REPORT FROM WG 1 ON MEDIA REQUIREMENTS AND TESTING





	David Leong reported on WG 1 media requirements. WG 1 is presently waiting for WG 5 to make a selection. They are also considering a file name extension which would not use DICOMDIR. They are looking at MIME Content Type. The opinion was expressed that this could cause interoperability problems. 





6.	SECURITY





	David Leong summarized what WG 14 is considering with regard to media security which includes:





Encryption of individual data


Extending the meta file header


Using MIME envelopes





7.	MOUNT FUJI





	Andy Parsons provided a reviewed of the Mount Fuji meeting. This was a meeting of the SFFC Ad Hoc Group which was formed to address industry needs in a prompt manner.





8.	AGENDA FOR NEXT MEETING





	Members were requested to think of ideas for identifying a medium  and identifying whether the disk has been updated or not. Member should test the 96 disk containing the data files to determine if it can be read in a DVD-ROM. Also, the data files should be placed on a DVD disk and read on different readers.
