1.	APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES





	The minutes from the June 4, 1999 and October 21, 1999 meetings were approved as presented. The July 8, 1999 teleconference report was reviewed with no additional corrections noted than those made at the October 21, 1999 meeting. The September 13, 1999 teleconference was reviewed and no corrections were noted. 





2.	REPORT FROM THE VA





	Peter Kuzmak, Department of Veterans Affairs, presented the VA Archive Requirements and the possibility of using a PACS DVD-R DICOM Archive. They are doing a lot of  archiving and in the course of 5 years have gone through 5 media. He presented a series of overhead transparencies to explain VA’s Requirements with respect to a medium. Topics covered were: Store Reports & Images Forever, Requirements for Long-term Interchangeable Image Archive, Interchangeable Image Archive, Helps Migrating Between PACS’s, Three-Fold Insurance Plan for VA, Changing PACS Systems Should be No More Complicated than Changing Houses, Changing PACS Systems (A possible Scenario), Potential Implementation Proposal Design Goals, Optimize Directory Organization, Potential Directory Layout, Potential II Archive DB Schema, PACS Database Index of Patient’s Archived Studies, DICOM Working Group 5 Issues, and Other Uses for DVD-R (besides Interchangeable Image Archive) (Exhibit A). 





	Two issues brought out by Peter Kuzmak’s presentation was his proposal to change  DICOMDIR and the VA requirement for a retention period of 75 years for digital images.





3. 	REPORTS BY DRIVE AND DISK VENDORS AND DICOM WORKING GROUPS





	Paul Dempsey of Pioneer reported that their first generation DVD-R drives are 635 nonometers but the next generation will be 650 nonometers. However, the standard specifications on  650 nonometers are not completed yet. He stated that going from 635 to 650 has nothing to do with interchangeability.














	Members of WG 1 present at the meeting reported that WG 1 believed it was premature to make a choice today. Because SR has been slower to go to final text, WG 1 is not under pressure for a new medium. They recommended that WG 5 should wait to make a choice until there are actual products on the market, not just prototypes. However, a delay should mean a delay in selecting any medium not just DVR-R.





4.	TESTING OF DVD DISK IN DIFFERENT READERS





	Charles Thomas reported that he tested a DVD disk containing the data files on it in different readers and most had no problem reading the disk. However, he was not certain whether  UDF 1.02 or 1.5 was used. The tests needed to be done with 1.5. He will check which was used and report back.





5.	ACTION ITEMS AND CONCLUSIONS





1) David Clunie will e-mail the Chairman of WG 12 (Ultrasound) and ask if they need a new medium now. He also will request that WG 12 send a representative to WG 5 meetings.





2) WG 5 will delay making a selection until it is more clear how the consumer market is going unless an immediate need  for a new medium is communicated to WG 5.





3) David Leong will write a work item for the revision of DICOMDIR.
