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1. 	PURPOSE OF CONFERENCE





	The purpose of the conference call was to determine priorities, assign work, and determine proposals that should be moved forward.





2.	DISCUSSION





	David Clunie stated that Supplement 40 – DVD Media Using UDF has not been updated for over one year. The main purpose of the teleconference was to get an update on DVD and RAM.





	Mike DiMascio provided an update on the status of RAM. They have just come out with a 4.7 GB/side medium. RAM drives are trying to be compatible with old R media with respect to reading them. However, he was not sure they are able to read the new R and RW. They package their media in removable cartridges. Both old and new RAM drives read ROM media including DVD ROM of 4.7G.





	Andy Parsons provided an update on DVD-R. There are two forms of DVD-R, 635 nanometers, 4.7 GB, 2.0 authoring media and 650 nanometers, general media. RAM drives cannot write to R and RW and DVD cannot write to RAM. A large company will release DVD-R, probably in general format soon. The problem of multiple vendors for DVD-R and the compatibilities issues should go away in the next six months.





	Members agreed that it was not possible to standardize on one medium. It was agreed to pick general purpose DVD-R for Cardiac use and DVD-RAM for WG 12 (Ultrasound) use. It was also agreed for the file system to pick UDF, version 1.5.





	





	Arnold Jones reported on security for UDF. They are working on security for compression on UDF. It was agreed that WG 5 would continue to provide Arnold Jones with DICOM requirements with respect to security. Larry Tarbox reported on the status of Supplements 51 and 55. Supplement 51 which was approved by Working Group 6 for public comment provides protection of DICOM files for media interchange by encapsulation with a cryptographic envelope. Both a protected file set and an unprotected file set are permitted on the same medium. This is an open issue for public comment. WG 6 has not approved Supplement 55 that provides for encryption of individual attributes through use of the Cryptographic Message Syntax for public comment.	





	David Clunie reported that Philips is proposing through a CP the use of a larger (130 mm) 4.1GB MOD with the same format for CT and MR applications. It was agreed to let WG 6 handle this CP. A higher capacity 90 mm MOD media for ultrasound is being considered. However, it is necessary to account for the different sectors of this higher capacity medium. It was suggested that WG 12 bring this up as a correction proposal to WG 6.





	David Clunie introduced a CP for specifying the sector format for CD-R to be Mode 1 since almost everyone is writing CD-Rs with Mode 1. He will rework the CP and e-mail it to WG 5 members and then send it to other appropriate working groups for comment. A teleconference will be held on this CP during the January WG 1 meeting.
