PRESIDING OFFICER:

I. REVIEW OF PREVIOUS MINUTES
David Clunie opened the meeting and introductions of attendees were made.  There were no minutes to be reviewed because this meeting was a re-activation of the work group, which had not met in the past two years.

II. DISCUSSION OF SUPPLEMENT 80
There was discussion of Supplement 80, version 5. It was related that efforts had been made to put DVD into the standard. Ultrasound DVD RAM had been put into the standard due to increasing interest among users for this media.

Open issues were reviewed.  A discussion arose over whether there were too many profiles; a smaller number of profiles would make the Supplement more manageable.  Work Group members agreed to add XRF to XA-DVD –GEN.

A number of decisions were made:

-Members agreed to support a General Purpose Profile which would include JPEG Lossless and JPEG Lossy.  It was felt that JPEG 2000 should not be mandatory.

-XA-GEN should be added to DICOMDIR and Keys except Icon Image Sequence.

-Reword conditions predicated on presence in SOP Instance (and 1C)

The goal, it was agreed, was to go to public comment in January 2003.

III. OPEN ISSUES
Several open issues were reviewed, including:

-Exclude updater for DVD

-A single general purpose profile with the uncompressed JPEG Lossless and Lossy Transfer Syntaxes as mandatory for the FSR was corrected

Work Group members then discussed the retirement of older profiles, such as floppy disk profile. Rich Eaton was asked to inquire from WG 12 – Ultrasound DICOM WG as to those profiles which it wished to retire.

Giorgio Cangioli presented a proposal relating to defining the content of a CD-ROM.  It was stated that a number of working group members would need to do work on the proposal in order to present it to WG 6. WG 5 would have to request a work item from WG 6, but it was stressed that no such request should be made unless there were a sufficient number of WG 5 members who were committed to doing the work on it.

It was announced that a work item for Electronic Storage Media was approved.  Also, there was discussion on the types of various media which had promise for the future. These included: PCMCA, USB and FSR. Use cases would be needed for PDA and digital cameras. JPEG Lossy would be used for some applications, while JPEG Lossless would be employed for others.  Rob Horn and Dave Harvey agreed to do work on developing use cases.

IV. TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING
There was a preference expressed for convening a meeting at SPIE. This would depend on Howard Clark’s schedule for other DICOM meetings. In addition, teleconferences and webex calls would be considered where appropriate.

V. ADJOURNMENT
The meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
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
