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1.	PURPOSE OF TELECONFERENCE





	The purpose of the conference call was to discuss and review SR final text, MR/3D Multiframe Encoding, and Supplement 45 Ultrasound Stress Echo.


 


2.	DISCUSSION





	Supplement 45





	David Heaney reviewed Supplement 45. He stated that to put multiple stages into the Supplement, implementations would be broken. WG 12 wants to include a protocol code 9B – Action Item Sequence to convey protocol code. There would only be a single protocol code.





	It was suggested that action items should indicate stages with a series for stage 1 and a series for stage 2. Also suggested was to add a new element “Stage Type Sequence” and retire “Stage Name”. There should be some scheme that would allow the receiver to know the protocol used. 





	David Heaney stated they will add an Annex in Part 4 and find a way to trigger action. WG 12 will prepare a revised draft.





	SR Final Text





	David Clunie stated there were differences between letter ballot text and final text version 8. He reviewed with members the changes made between version 7 and version 8. The motion was made and approved that final text Version 8 as edited by David Clunie and the explanations of the changes from letter ballot text to final text of the SR Supplement be sent out to members of the DICOM Standards Committee with a 30 day period allowed for any member to object.





	MR/3D Multiframe Encoding





	Tom Hlaban went over the 7 requirements of WG 16 for multi-frame representation as:





The MR Multi-frame representation shall be extensible to all MR applications


The MR Multi-frame representation shall be defined consistently within MR


The MR Multi-frame representation shall be defined consistently with other modalities


The MR Multi-frame representation shall not hinder performance in image transfers


The MR Multi-frame representation shall minimize complexity in sending and receiving


The MR Multi-frame representation shall support “on-the-fly” applications


The MR Multi-frame representation shall be compact





	An alternative was suggested for reordering the NM representation into a single frame-by-frame sequential stream. WG 16 was requested to highlight what the WG 16 requirements provide above those of Nuclear Medicine and send this to WG 6. WG 6 did accept the WG 16 requirements, which are not met by Nuclear Medicine. Tom Hlaban can give this position of WG 6 but WG 6 still needs to work out more issues with WG 17. Charles Parisot was asked to work with WG 16 and WG 17 on encoding.
