1. Preliminary Events

A roll call indicated that a quorum was present.  

Members agreed that the objective of this conference call is to review and approve the draft final text for supplements #26, 66 and 71.

2. Supplement 26 – OB-GYN Ultrasound Procedure Reports

Doug Sluis, the editor of this supplement, highlighted the few revisions that had been made to the document in response to recommendations provided by members of WG-06 during its meeting on January 6 – 10, 2003.  After making a few additional, but minor, corrections, members voted to re-submit the document to the DICOM Standards Committee for a 30-day review – i.e. each member will be given an opportunity to change its vote.  The final version of Supplement 26 is to include the set of templates that it shares with Sup66.
3. Supplement 66 – Catheterization Lab Structured Reports

Harry Solomon explained that there are eight critical, anatomical terms that still need to be defined by SNOMED.  Communication with the SNOMED staff indicates that these may be available in time for the March meeting.  Mr. Solomon highlighted the few revisions that had been made to the document in response to recommendations provided by members of WG-06 during its meeting on January 6 – 10, 2003.  A few additional refinements were also incorporated during the conference call.  However, since the critical terms were not expected to be available before the March meeting, further action was deferred until that meeting occurs. 

4. Supplement 71 – Vascular Ultrasound Procedure Reports

Doug Sluis, the editor of this supplement, noted that one key issue still needed to be resolved.  In particular, SNOMED had not yet assigned codes for use in the context groups.  Members agreed that the best way to handle this situation is to defer action on this supplement until the March meeting of WG-06.  During the intervening period, Harry Solomon and Doug Sluis will work with members of WG-08 to encourage SNOMED to complete this task in advance of the March meeting of WG-06.  If codes are not available at that, then, DCM codes may be used instead.  The document will still need to go out for 30-day review.
