7. Supplement 42 – MPEG2 Video Sequence Transfer Syntax

At the October meeting of WG-06 members voted unanimously to approve issuing the document for Public Comment.  One set of comments was submitted by ETIAM, and the supplement editor prepared a revised edition of the document incorporating a response to these comments.  Members reviewed these comments and the revised version of the document.  In the absence of the editor, David Clunie modified the January 11 version of the supplement in response to WG-06 comments and forwarded the revised document to members of WG-13 for their review.  On the following day, WG-06 members reviewed comments that had been submitted by members of WG-13 in response to these changes and revised the document accordingly.  After conducting a careful line-by-line review of the revised document, members voted unanimously to approve issuing it for Letter Ballot.
8. Supplement 43 – Ultrasound ND Storage SOP Classes

Work on this topic is temporarily on hold due to the absence of its champion.  
9. Supplement 47 – Visible Light Video 

During the October meeting of WG-06, this supplement was approved for Public Comment.  At the conclusion of the open period, no formal comments had been received.  On January 14th, however, David Heaney forwarded to WG-06 some comments from his associates at McKesson Information Solutions stressing the desirability of adding back the retired 'oscopy' Modality values.  After extensive discussion of this issue, David Clunie edited the supplement to provide for the use of Modality values and also to accommodate the relevant changes proposed in CP423.  At the conclusion of this review and iteration process, members voted unanimously to approve the amended document for Letter Ballot.

10. Supplement 58 – Enhanced CT Image Storage SOP Class

On behalf of WG-21, Bas Revet presented version LB+2 of this draft supplement.  The supplement recently passed a letter ballot and drew two sets of comments.  Mr. Revet reviewed those comments and WG-21’s response to them.  At the conclusion of this review, members voted unanimously to approve the document, as amended, for Final Text.

11. Supplement 60 – Hanging Protocols

At its September meeting, members of WG-06 approved issuing this document for Public Comment.  The Public Comment Period ended on November 24, 2003.  On behalf of WG-11, Janet Keyes briefed the Group on WG-11’s thinking about alternative paths for developing further refinements to this technology.  One possible option is to organize a demonstration with the aim of stimulating and/or assessing market response to this capability.  This might be in conjunction with release of a frozen draft for trial implementation.  Ms. Keyes will discuss these options with members of WG-11 to determine the best path forward.

12. Supplement 63 – Multi-Dimensional Interchange

Work on this topic is temporarily on hold due to the absence of its champion.  
13. Supplement 67 – Configuration Management

At the January 2003 meeting of WG-06, this supplement was approved as a Frozen Draft for Trial Use.  On March 12, 2003, the secretary issued a notice to the entire DICOM community regarding the availability of this document for trial use and included information on where to find the associated white paper and test-case specifications.  During the October 2003 meeting, members agreed that it was ready for letter ballot.  However, since a quorum was not present when this supplement was considered, the vote was delayed until January.  Rob Horn noted that a small change had occurred in the document since the last meeting.  In particular, the LDAP schema had been modified to make searches simpler and more efficient without changing the data model in any way.  Following this discussion, members voted unanimously to approve the supplement for Letter Ballot.

14. Supplement 73 – Spatial Registration Storage SOP Class

This supplement was issued for letter ballot on October 10, 2003 with a closing date of December 2, 2003.  Two sets of comments were received.  Serving as temporary editor, David Clunie introduced changes in the document to accommodate the suggestions contained in these comments.  Members reviewed the comments that were received and the changes made in response to them.  At the time that this detailed review and revision process was completed, members noted that a quorum was not present.  Hence, they requested that the secretary send the document to all members of WG-06 along with a ballot to authorize issuing the document, as amended, for Final Text.(
15. Supplement 74 – Radiation Therapy General Purpose Worklist Extensions and Calculation Service Model

On behalf of WG-07, Bruce Curran of the University of Michigan’s Medical Center gave a PowerPoint presentation on the usefulness of “General Purpose Worklist for Radiation Therapy.”  The primary aim was to obtain guidance and advice from WG-06 on the following issues:

· Can we convince WG-06 to modify the SOP Class and add N-CREATE and N-EVENT-REPORT?
· Do we need a normalized object for the Calculate Request?

· Do we need a Real-Time update of the performing application?

· How does the requesting application get status information?

· How can the requesting application abort a task?

After a long discussion of the above issues, participants agreed that WG-07 should:

· Delete N-Event, 

· Separate the details of the interaction between the worklist manager and the computational engine from the interaction between the clients and worklist manager, and concentrate on standardizing the latter to minimize the differences between the Push and Pull Models,
· Identify more use cases and

· Ask Michael Neuman to prepare a composite object and present it to WG-06 during the group’s March meeting in Rennes.

Likewise, WG-06 will make several modifications to the standard concerned with N-Create, with adding attributes to facilitate a Pull mode of operation and with adding a SOP class for the Cancel/Abort Task.  
Mr. Curran also reviewed the status of Draft Supplement 74 – “Radiotherapy General Purpose Worklist Extensions and Calculation Service Model” that is currently under development by WG-07.  He will return with a more advanced version later in the year.
16. Supplement 75 – Relevant Patient Information Query Service Class

This supplement was issued for letter ballot on October 10, 2003 with a closing date of December 2, 2003.  Two sets of comments were received.  Janet Keyes presented the document on behalf of WG-08 and led a discussion of the changes that had been implemented in response to those comments.  Members, then, participated in a line-by-line review of the document, which resulted in a few editorial changes that were judged to have no substantive impact on the standard.  Members, then, voted unanimously to approve the supplement for Final Text.

17. Supplement 76 – Quantitative Arteriography and Ventriculography Structured Reports

This document was issued for Public Comment on November 5, 2003 with a closing date of December 22, 2003.  Three sets of comments were received and discussed by members of WG-01.  A revised version of Supplement 76 will be presented to WG-06 at its March meeting.

18. Supplement 77 – IVUS SR

This document was issued for Public Comment on November 5, 2003 with a closing date of December 22, 2003.  Three sets of comments were received and discussed by members of WG-01.  A revised version of Supplement 77 will be presented to WG-06 at its March meeting.

19. Supplement 78 -- Fetal and Pediatric Echocardiography Procedure Reports

This supplement is under active development by members of WG-12.

20. Supplement 79 – Breast Imaging Report Templates

This supplement was issued for letter ballot on October 10, 2003 with a closing date of December 2, 2003.  One comment was received.  The document editor, Steve Vellella, and WG-15 chair, Janet Keyes, led a discussion of WG-15’s response to these comments.  Members, then, conducted a line-by-line review of the supplement.  At the conclusion of this discussion members voted to approve the supplement for Final Text.

21. Supplement 83 – Enhanced XA & XRF Image Storage SOP Class

This supplement is under active development by members of WG-02.  They plan to present it for a first reading at the March 2004 meeting of WG-06 and request authorization to solicit public comment at the June meeting of WG-06. 

22. Supplement 84 – Clarify US Region Calibration Flags

This document was approved for Letter Ballot during the October meeting of WG-06.  It drew 20 positive votes, no negative ballots and four abstentions. Three sets of comments were received.  During this meeting, David Heaney reviewed changes that had been introduced in response to the public comments and earlier suggestions from WG-06.  David Heaney led members in a line-by-line review of the modified document (version PC + 6).  When this detailed review and revision process was completed, members noted that a quorum was not present.  Hence, they requested that the secretary send the document to all members of WG-06 along with a ballot to authorize issuing the document, as amended, for Final Text.(
23. Supplement 85 – Web Access to DICOM Persistent Objects (WADO)

During the October meeting of WG-06, Emmanuel Cordonnier (representing the Joint DICOM/ISO-TC215 Ad Hoc Working Group on Web Access to DICOM Persistent Objects) summarized the current status of <Sup85_pc+05>, the latest draft of the WADO Standard.  After conducting a thourough review of the document, members of WG-06 voted unanimously to approve the document for Letter Ballot with the understanding that it included a few minor typpographic errors that can be corrected between “letter ballot” and “final text” versions.  Members noted that this same document (called WADO v1.14 in the ISO community) has been sent to ISO for member ballot.  To assure that both groups (the DICOM Standards Committee and ISO members) were considering identical documents, no immediate effort was made to correct the typographic errors.  Assuming that the document is approved by ISO members, it will, then, be necessary for the Ad Hoc Working Group to address all of the comments received in both ballot processes.  The Group will get a head start on this process when it meets in San Diego, Californa on January 22.
24. Supplement 86 – Digital Signatures in Structured Reports

This supplement is under active development by members of WG-14.

25. Supplement 87 – USB and Flash Memory Media Application Profiles

On behalf of WG-05, David Clunie presented the most recent version of this supplement.  After careful review, the document was unanimously approved for Public Comment.

26. Supplement 88 - Media-Creation Management Service Class

On behalf of WG-05, David Clunie presented an updated draft (V06) of this supplement for consideration by WG-06.  During the review of this document, considerable attention was focused on use cases and open issues.  Dr. Clunie modified the document in accordance with WG-06 suggestions.  Members, then, unanimously voted to approve its distribution for Public Comment.

27. Supplement 89 – Worklist and Performed Procedure Step Use Cases

This document is under active development by the WG-06 Ad Hoc Group on Annex M.  Al Belden, the chair of that group, plans to bring the next version of this supplement for WG-06 consideration during the June meeting of 2004.  

28. Supplement 90 – Specialized SOP Classes, SOP Class Common Extended Negotiation and SR Evidence SOP Classes

Harry Solomon led a series of discussions of this proposed supplement, which he is editing on behalf of WG-06.  He particularly focused attention on changes made since the October meeting of WG-06.  Members carefully reviewed the list of Open Issues to assure that all major items were covered and, then, participated in a line-by-line review of the document.  Upon completion of this review, members unanimously voted to approve its distribution for Public Comment.
29. Supplement 91 – Ophthalmic Photography Image Information Object Definitions

On behalf of WG-09, Herman Oosterwijk and Rob Horn presented a revised draft of this supplement for its second reading by WG-06.  Since its first presentation, the document has been modified in response to suggestions from both WG-06 and WG-09.  Members of WG-06 conducted a line-by-line review of the document and incorporated a variety of refinements.  At the time that these detailed review and revision processes were completed, members noted that a quorum was not present.  Hence, they requested that the secretary send the document to all members of WG-06 along with a ballot to authorize issuing the document, as amended, for Public Comment(.

30. Supplement 92 – Media Application Profile for Dentistry 

This document was issued for Public Comment on December 30, 2003 and was not, yet, ready for review by WG-06. 

31. Supplement 93 – Instance Availability Notification

David Clunie briefed members about the purpose and structure of the Instance Availability Notification (IAN) concept.  This was discussed in depth during a teleconference that was held on January 7, 2004 in conjunction with IHE’s Radiology Committee.  At the conclusion of that discussion, participants agreed that developing a draft supplement was a very high priority and established an aggressive schedule for completing the required work.  Specifically, they set an objective of developing a draft of the supplement during this meeting and immediately sending it for public comment.  Presumably, if no major problems arise, a letter ballot version could be issued in March with approval for final text in June.  

Dr. Clunie, then, introduced V5 of the draft supplement and drew members’ attention to an e-mail message from Charles Parisot that had been circulated earlier in the day.  As is customary for documents at this stage, considerable attention was focused on the identification of Open Issues.  

On Thursday afternoon, WG-06 members participated in a teleconference with IHE’s Radiology Technical Committee, which was meeting concurrently in Chicago.  The objective of the teleconference was to assure that both groups move forward along parallel tracks that ultimately will converge rather than diverge.  There was considerable discussion of the mechanism for “pre-fetch.”  However, more discussions will be needed if the purpose of the t’con is to be achieved.

At the time that this detailed review and revision process was completed, members noted that a quorum was not present.  Hence, they requested that the secretary send the document to all members of WG-06 along with a ballot to authorize issuing the document, as amended, for Public Comment(.

32. Radiation Therapy Issues

On behalf of DICOM’s WG-07, Bruce Curran presented a group of 11 change proposals – one that already had a number (CP347) and 10 that had none.  After reviewing CP347, members placed it in the Voting Package for the March meeting.  Each of the remaining 10 items was a given a number and assigned to Bruce Curran.  (See details in Item 6, above.)

Additionally, Mr. Curran noted that the Ion Therapy Sub-group is working on a draft supplement concerning “Radiotherapy Extensions for ION Therapy” and expects that it will be ready for its first presentation to WG-06 by the end of 2004.

33. ASTM Liaison 

No report at this meeting.

34. DICOM Publication in XML

David Clunie noted that, due to some internal restructuring at Philips Medical Systems, K. P. Lee would no longer serve as the editor for WG-06 efforts to publish the DICOM Standard in XML.  Bas Revet noted that other individuals will pick up the functions that Dr. Lee was filling.

35. IHE Update

36. New Business

On behalf of DICOM’s WG-08 (Structured Reporting) Harry Solomon gave a PowerPoint presentation labeled “SR Table Content Item” dated November 17 – 18, 2003 and introduced a related draft supplement entitled “SR Tables, Real World Coordinates and Advanced SR SOP Class.”  The supplement defines a method to encode tables (e.g., tables of numeric measurements and/or qualitative assessments using coded values, tables with measurements and associated spatial coordinates, etc.).  This method uses a new TABLE Value Type as the envelope and new or redefined Value Types for the content.  Mr. Solomon will utilize the comments received during this review to prepare a new version of the document for consideration at a future meeting.
