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1. Introductions and Agenda Review

Rob Horn welcomed meeting participants to the teleconference and explained that the major objective of the conference call was to try and resolve the following issues associated with Supplement 67 on Configuration:

· Security.  Several major comments about security related issues that need to be discussed.

· Legacy Annex.  Again several major comments about the need to clarify incorporation of legacy equipment and the legacy transition.

· Schema finalization.  The schema that is part of the Agfa comment was used in trials, but these were internal trials.  This is a strategic decision of what is the best process to obtain a schema that provides both proper function and interoperability.  Is a connectathon or workshop needed?  How is local extension managed? How is the initial structure established.

· Conformance.  How is conformance defined and documented.

In advance of the conference call, Mr. Horn added page numbers to Supplement 67 and placed it on the ftp server for the WG-06 meeting later this month.  He also placed the Agfa comments document and schema in the comments area of the FTP directory for the June meeting.

2. Discussion

Members engaged in a strategic discussion on how to deal with the issues raised above and agreed that it would be desirable to seek initial authorization from WG-06 for trial use rather than full approval as a supplement.  Also, at the forthcoming meeting of WG-06, members will explain the advantages and disadvantages of connectathons and workshops and seek recommendations from WG-06 and WG-10.  

Having addressed these strategic issues, members reviewed and discussed the detailed comments on Supplement 67 that had been received during the public comment period.

Among the follow-up activities that were identified, Mr. Horn agreed to:

· Update the document in response to the detailed, editorial comments that had been received and favorably reviewed;

· Draft a statement regarding legacy systems;

· Report on the security approach used for NTP, DHCP and DNS;

· Clean up the old use-case document.

Additionally, Andrew Hewett agreed to:

· Add an example for conformance;

· Report on the security approach used for LDAP;

· Develop an alternative schema.

3. Strategy for the Future

The revised version of this document will be discussed with members of Working Group Six at its meeting on June 18 – 21.  

4. Future Meetings

No specific meeting has been planned.  What happens next will, in part, be determined by the feedback provided by members of WG-06 and WG-10 during its June meeting in Nice, France.
