Approval of Previous Minutes
Members reviewed minutes from the meeting January 26, 2001.  The last line in Section 4 of page 2 was changed to read, “David Heaney will further refine Use Case #14.”  With that correction included, the minutes were approved.

Review Supplement X
Rob Horn led the members in a review of the February 23, 2001 version of the draft document labeled, “Supplement X – Configuration Management.”  As presented, the document contains sections for DHCP usage (to establish Internet Protocol related parameters) and Network Time Protocol (NTP) usage (for establishing time synchronization).  In conjunction with this discussion, the group reviewed a November 9, 1999 presentation by David L. Mills of the University of Delaware called “Network Time Protocol (NTP) General Overview.”  Additionally, they reviewed an April 6, 2000 presentation on “DEN and Beyond: End to End Directory Enabled Management” by Winston Bumpus, president of Distributed Management Task Force, Inc. Review of LDAP Information
Two documents were discussed – a one-page listing of “LDAP Information Resources” prepared by Andrew Hewett (dated 27 Feb 2001) and placed on the group’s ftp server.  The second resource was a combination white paper/presentation by Dan Thompson of Microsoft Corp. called “Understanding LDAP.”  The group reached a consensus that LDAP was probably a good candidate and that SLP should be investigated.
