Approval of Previous Minutes

LDAP Schema
Members reviewed an example of LDAP schema that was provided at the meeting by Chairman Rob Horn.  This example was contained in a file designated <draft-ietf-ipp-ldap-printer-schema-02.doc>.

DMTF Schema
Andrew Hewitt led members in reviewing one example of DMTF schema that he had used to manage DICOM data.  The specific file that was discussed was called <config_data_model_01>.  Members concluded that (in comparison to LDAP) the DMTF was too complicated for use with DICOM data.  Rob Horn and Krishna Anedath will prepare draft schema for describing DICOM objects.  

4.
Draft Supplement
Members conducted a detailed review of revised text for the group’s draft supplement that Rob Horn prepared.  Comments obtained from the members will be incorporated into the document.  There is a question of strategy – viz., should members focus on preparation of one supplement or two supplements?  Also, should they go forward in the short term with a supplement that addresses how to use DHCP and NTP for TCPIP and, then, deal with the other issues for the long term?  Alternatively, should the group aim at producing one supplement in the more distant future that addresses all of these issues?  Creating a good model is a high priority.
