Approval of Previous Minutes
The minutes from the May 14, 2001 meeting of the Ad Hoc Group on Configuration Management were reviewed.  Item 3 of those minutes that was concerned with “DMTF CIM Schema” was revised to read:

Andrew Hewett led members in reviewing one example of DMTF schema that he had used to manage DICOM data.  The specific file that was discussed was called <config_data_model_01>.  Members concluded that the DMTF CIM was too complicated for use with DICOM data.  Rob Horn and Krishna Anedath will prepare draft LDAP schema for describing DICOM objects.

LDAP Schema
Rob Horn presented and reviewed an information model that he had developed over the last month.  This model, which does not yet utilize the LDAP notation, is described in a file called <Schema-140601.doc>.  Members participated in an extensive line-by-line discussion of this model and made changes as the discussion proceeded.  One of the unresolved issues is whether the DICOM data fits within an existing structure or needs go on top of such structures.  Handling security is another challenge.  It appears that users should have the capability to designate both a long title and a unique identifier.

Draft Supplement
Work on this topic will not proceed until further progress is made on developing the LDAP Schema.
