1.	APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES

	

Draft minutes of both the September 29, 2000 and November 3, 2000 meetings of the WG 6 Ad Hoc Group on Conformance were reviewed.  Members noted that the minutes of the November 3, 2000 meeting should have shown Rob Horn in attendance, but they did not.  After this correction was made, both sets of minutes were approved.



2.	REQUIREMENTS AND TEMPLATE



Herman Oosterwijk provided a short review of the December 30, 2000 compilation of conformance-statement requirements for the following functions:

Store, 

Query/Retrieve,

Modality Worklist and

Modality Performed Procedure Step.



Committee members also reviewed and commented upon Mr. Oosterwijk’s December 30 update of the template concerned with the “Structure of a Conformance Statement.”



3.	EXAMPLES OF DICOM CONFORMANCE STATEMENTS



Members reviewed and discussed Version 1.1 (dated January 21, 2001) of the draft conformance statement on “DICOM Test Engine” as an example of how to apply the structure.  Members considered adding a table on physical media but decided that it was not needed.  Members want to make the template as easy to use as possible.  Therefore, they will use pull-down menus rather than dialogue boxes wherever possible.  For the Information Object Definition (IOD) Annex, members decided to add a column to identify the source (origin) with about four or five predefined responses.



Members reviewed and commented on version 2 (dated January 12, 2001) of the draft conformance statement for Integrated-Modality of Imaging Products that was prepared by Andrew Hewett. 



Members reviewed and commented on version 4.0 of the DICOM Query-Retrieve Server example (dated January 21, 2001) prepared by David Heaney.  Three new tables will be added including Study Root, Patient Root and Patient/Study. 



For the next meeting Herman Oosterwijk will update the Structure of Conformance and the Checklist.  Members were urged to update the examples that they were working on.



Looking to the future, Mr. Oosterwijk will try to locate and put on the server the document on “DICOM in Radiotherapy” that was prepared by another organization.  Mr. Heaney will attempt to find someone on Working Group 12 (Ultrasound) to prepare a draft document that can provide an example for a specific type of Media.

The agenda for the March meeting will be the same as for January.  Members of the ad hoc group hope to complete a package that can be turned over to Working Group 6.
