Minutes of the Group’s meeting on January 26, 2001 were approved.

Requirements and Template
The Group’s chairman, Herman Oosterwijk, first, led members in a comprehensive discussion of Section 5 (Conventions) and Section 6 (Purpose of a Conformance Statement) in the revised draft of Part 2 (Conformance) of the DICOM Standard.  Members, then, turned their attention to a detailed discussion and revision of Annex A, the DICOM conformance Statement Template.  Suggested changes were recorded by Mr. Oosterwijk for inclusion in a revised draft that subsequently was made available on March 13.

Examples of Dicom Conformance Statements
Members reviewed and engaged in a detailed discussion of: 

· Version 0.3 (dated March 8, 2001) of the Integrated Modality example prepared by Andrew Hewitt and 

· Version 5.0 (dated March 9, 2001) of the DICOM Query-Retrieve-Server example prepared by David Heaney.  

4.
Strategy for the Future
At the conclusion of these discussions, members determined that their work was nearing completion.  They agreed to revise the template in compliance with the detailed discussions of the morning for consideration by Working Group 6 on March 13.  Their plan was to separate the template from the examples.  The template would be given a supplement number and made a formal part of the DICOM Standard.  The examples would be refined, reviewed by working Group 6 and sent for public comment.  Afterward, they would be posted to the web and made available to all without becoming a formal part of the standard.  Additional examples would be developed over time, sent for public comment and, then, posted on the web.  Members noted that they had not yet addressed examples of applying the template to:

· Media

· Security Profiles

· Radiation Therapy

· Structured Reporting

· Processing Options

· HL7 

· 3D
