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1. Preliminary Events

Participants identified themselves and their employers.

No changes were made to the agenda.

Minutes from the meeting of February 18, 2003 were approved as submitted.  

2. UID Parameters

Considerable attention was focused on how to handle series instance UID parameters.  Participants ultimately agreed that the series instance UID parameter should be mandatory if presentation state and selection objects are present.  A note should be added to recognize that the server is allowed to ignore the parameter.  Emmanuel Cordonnier will make the appropriate changes to the document.

3. Multipart Objects

Participants agreed that this new standard should provide for the ability to retrieve a group of objects rather than just one.  While old browsers are not capable of doing so, newer ones are.  Accordingly, participants decided that there was no need to change the text currently in the standard that relates to this issue.

4. Conformance Statement

Co-chair Nick Brown observed that the section of the standard dealing with conformance was empty.  However, there was a consensus that the topic needed to be addressed.  The conclusion was that this clause should contain the following sentence: “Systems claiming conformance to this standard shall function in accordance with all mandatory clauses.”

5. Extending the Scope of the Standard

Various individuals have suggested extending the standard to include the use of optional parameters and other image types.  While these were recognized as valuable and appropriate suggestions, participants chose to reserve such actions for future versions of the standard.

6. Plan for Future Work

An updated version of the standard will be shared with members of ISO’s TC215 during the meeting that occurs in Oslo later this month.  It will also be submitted to DICOM’s WG-06 during that group’s June meeting with the objective of winning approval to solicit public comments.  When the DICOM Public Comment Period closes (before the end of August), the secretary will assemble and distribute all comments received from members of the Ad Hoc Working Group as well as the DICOM and ISO communities.  A conference call must, then, be held to resolve all comments and prepare a version suitable for balloting by both organizations.

7. New Business

No new business was considered at this time.

8. Date of Next Meeting

While members did not specifically discuss this agenda item, the secretary suggests that a conference call be scheduled for 9 AM EDT on Thursday, August 28, 2003.  Any members who cannot participate at that time are urged to notify How_Clark@nema.org.
