1. Preliminary Events

Participants identified themselves and their employers.

No changes were made to the agenda.

Minutes from the meeting of May 8, 2003 were approved as submitted.  

2. Overview of Project Status

Nick Brown and Emmanuel Cordonnier provided a brief report on the status of current ISO (V1.14) and DICOM (Supplement 85) documents.  They noted that a few typographical errors had been identified, but these will not be corrected until both documents have completed the ballot process.  

The DICOM version was sent for ballot on November 3, 2003 with a deadline of December 22.  [Secretary’s note: A total of four comments were received by the deadline.  There were no negative ballots.]  Members of the Joint Working Group will review and respond to these comments during the meeting on January 23, 2004 in San Diego.

The ISO version of this document was accidentally sent out as a committee ballot to members of TC 215.  Based upon an earlier decision of TC 215, the ballot was eventually recalled.  However, the secretary, then, needed to poll all members of TC 215 to see if any objected to sending it as a Draft International Standard, as originally planned.  TC 215 members have until January 24, 2004 to respond.  At that point, the document will need to undergo some careful formatting checks and have figures redrawn.  It will probably be sent as an ISO-member ballot in February of 2004.  A five-month voting period is provided.

ISO requires a specialized “Distribution of Comments” document to explain what changes were made between various versions – viz. the changes introduced by WG-06 during its review process.  Nick Brown offered to produce these documents.

Koos Rommelse reported that his efforts to implement the WADO Standard for JPEG images have encountered no problems.  Likewise, David Harvey reported no implementation difficulties.  Both agreed to prepare a short summary of their experiences.  Additonally, Mr. Rommelse will try to get his server up and running.  

3. Plan Future Work

Emmanuel Cordonnier and Howard Clark reported that, during a recent meeting of DICOM’s WG-10, members strongly recommended that no further development take place in the immediate future.  They believe it is more important for short-term efforts to focus on education and demonstrations.  Time must be provided to see how the market reacts to this development and determine what areas might be most appropriate for future enhancements.  Participants agreed that this was the proper course to follow.  

Participants also agreed that, during the joint meeting of ISO/TC 215/WG2 and DICOM’s WG-10 that is to be held on January 24, 2004, Co-chairs Nick Brown and Hidenori Shinoda should provide a summary of the cooperative process that led to such a favorable result.  Additionally, Emmanuel Cordonnier will make a presentation on the implementation of the Standard.  

4. New Business

No new business was introduced at this time.

5. Next Meeting

The group’s next meeting will be held on January 23, 2004 in conjunction with the HL7 meeting in San Diego, California.  Howard Clark is to prepare a draft agenda for consideration at that meeting.

6. Adjournment

Before concluding the teleconference, members enthusiastically applauded Mr. Cordonnier’s superb work as editor of the resulting document.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:20 AM EST.
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
