PURPOSE OF CONFERENCE CALL


The purpose of the conference call was to discuss a demonstration of DICOM, particularly RTDICOM, at the AAPM Annual Meeting.

II.

DISCUSSION


Bruce Curran, WG7’s liaison to AAPM, provided an update on setting up the DICOM demonstration at the AAPM Annual Meeting beginning August 8.  He reported that AAPMnet is set up the same as last year.  To date, there are 15 participants 12 of which are demonstrating RTDICOM.  5 are supporting SCU,  11 are supporting SCP of either Plan, Structure Set or Image or a combination.



Bruce noted that AAPM recognizes participants in the demo in three ways.
  Members discussed developing a tri-fold leaflet about RTDICOM for inclusion in the attendees’ packets.  This brochure could be based on information from the 1995 and 1996 RSNA DICOM brochures.  Bruce Curran agreed to find out the cost for printing 2000 brochures and will get back to Vicki Schofield.  Jay Gaeta, Chair of the Advance DIOCM Committee, Medical Imaging Informatics Section, said the Advance DICOM Committee has some funds for this purpose, but not a lot.  It is late in the process to do a voluntary contribution of members.



Members also agreed it would be good to have a designated web page for RTDICOM.  It was suggested that Bruce Curran work on it.  It was also noted that a base of objects should be provided for testing as well as a list of resources.  Jay Gaeta offered to set up a server to do this via the Internet.



Members are requested to submit test sets.  The web sit will be at RTDICOM@merge.com.  Any information on RTDICOM should be forwarded to Vicki Schofield to submit to the RTDICOM site.  David Murray will draft some text for the brochure by July 25.
