7.      RT_CPImageIsocenter_02 

Uli considers that RT Image should be fully capable in terms of frame of reference, as required for adaptive therapy and other new techniques. Uli will add a note to the current draft about explaining use of frame of reference at treatment time. Add “patient” to “based system”, and closing bracket, correct closing bracket in tag, change x.y.z. to x,y,z. Ready for WG6.
