Minutes from November 2002 approved.

Directionality of projection

There was a discussion of the distinction between “projection”, “view”, and “oritentation” as they apply in ultrasound and CT. In ultrasound. In iultrasound, the sensor is in the plane of the imaging, while in radiography, it is perpendicular to the plane of the imaging.

XML conversion

The current plan for conversion of the DICOM standard to XML is to include parts 3,4,6, and 16. An automated publishing vehicle would be needed. The Template data model was discussd, and th importance of establishing a DCMR model first, then making an XML schema basedon that model. HL7 is working on a constraint language that allows one to make assertions about an object model. This is coming from Clinical Decision Support.

Two issues were noted: 

An interchange standard for DICOM which will be accomplished when we have an XML schema for DCMR. We need to propose a schema consistent with the information model.

The need to “tool ourselves” approprately, we need to define the tool set and the peocessor. Mention was made of software to aid in teh conversion from .doc files to xml (majix). We may be able to generate a DocBooks format that can g right into PDF, the way we no go from Word into PDF. 

We need to think about the metadata associated with a code: “Done in the context of Supplement 71 by WG-12”. 

Coding and other issues

Much of the meeting was spent discussing and finding appropriate codes for DICOM terms for Supplement 71, 79 and other supplements. Among the topics discussed were administrative gender, vascualr anatomy concepts, and more on projection. Representatives from the marketing department of SNOMED gave a short presentation on a proposed Convergent Terminology Group in the area of imaging.
