Minutes from May not available. Approval deferred to next meeting.

Correction Proposals

Proposed CP for Context Group of ultrasound contrast agents:  Harry Solomon questioned the standardization of contrast agents in DICOM standard.  Doug Sluis will submit as a CP.

CP377 (Support for OB-GYN Vascular Measurements):  Reviewed cp377_04, changed conditionality for DTID(1008) Subject Context, Fetus to IF, rather than IFF, to be consistent with Supp 26.  Other changes to the draft were also discussed and will be added by its authors.

There was a discussion about the designation of CSD for SNOMED.  SNOMED codes are never re-used, so different CSD’s are not necessary.  We will continue to use SRT as the CSD for future references to SNOMED codes in DICOM, even though SNOMED does not presently promote the acronym SRT.  

Also discussed was the use of CSV in some existing Context Groups.  It was agreed that this usage is incorrect, as a CSV is to be present only if the CSV is insufficient to uniquely identify the concept.  Behlen will draft a CP (summary only) and it will be submitted to WG6 for discussion.  

CP376 (Fixes to OB-GYN): Reviewed cp376_vp, no objections to the VP versions.

CP296 (Eliminate Duplicate Terms and Provide Missing Defintions): Reviewed cp296_04.  Some additional work has been done, but more definitions are still needed.  This CP was submitted in the hope of motivating discussion, but contributions have been slow in coming.  Properly assigning definitions to these terms after-the-fact requires review of how the terms are used in context groups, templates and implementations, but review of uses in the Standard only (rather than surveying implementations), was deemed by the group to be sufficient.  Several definitions were added, creating cp296_05.

Janet Keyes reported that definitions for terms have been included in CP390 (Add Missing TID14XX Definitions to Part 16).  CP296 will be reduced in scope to remove the overlap.  

Proposed CP (Graphical Depiction): Doug Sluis presented a draft proposal for reference to figures, etc., captured from the output of analysis programs.  Discussion revealed that the Multiframe Secondary Capture IODs are sufficient for the referenced image, and the Modality Type in the IOD is Type 3, and the Conversion Type (0008,0064) identifies the image characteristics.  This CP will be withdrawn.  

CP371 (Update Language and Country Codes): This would replace the context groups with 5000 and 5001 with references to RFC 3066.  

CP372 (Provide Coding Scheme UIDs): Frank suggested removing SNM which is not use din DICOM.  SRT is not present, and would need to be addressed in a future CP.  Some unease was expressed with the absence of SRT, which must await UID assignment by HL7, but the group agreed with moving the CP forward.

CP273 (Correct CID 7455): No objections raised.

CP387 (Add Context Group for Information Object Types): Concern was expressed whether it should be a DICOM or an HL7 standardization issue.  This would be a Context Group that is not referenced in any DICOM standard.  We need input from HL7 people. The grouping of SOP classes into these terms is depended on the HL7 use cases.  This will be discussed in WG20 next month.

CP388 (Update template and Context Group Definitions): Reference technology equivalent values are defined in some context groups, and the context groups documentation at the front of Part 16 needs to be brought in line with this practice.  All this is just documenting existing practice, and no objections were raised.

Proposed follow-on to CP251 (Add Discontinued Reason Codes to PS3.16 Annex D):  This is an editorial correction, offered by Harry Solomon, for codes included in Context Group 9300 and never added to Annex D. Definitions were also added.

Supplement 73 (Registration Storage SOP Classes)

Doug Sluis presented sup73_pc+6, reviewing the context Groups and codes included in this supplement.  Several small corrections were made, and WG8 supports Supp 73’s advance to Letter Ballot.

Supplement 79 (Breast Imaging Report)

The group reviewed supp79_pc+10, and discussed the issues raised at its presentation at the June WG6 meeting.  Rows 3 and 4 of template xx02 were changed to change from CONTAINER person observer to CODE ObserverType=Person, enabling the HAS OBS CONTEXT relationship to be used to relate it to the person observer in Row 4.  

There was spirited discussion of the appropriate representation of the person observer identifying attributes in TID 1003.  Explanatory text in TID1002 “clarifies” that in multiple invocations of TID1003, the association of attributes with their respective person observers is implied from the order to the content items.  The template reference will be changed to TID 1002, which, the group grudgingly agreed, removes the ambiguity.

Janet Keyes stepped through supplement, reviewing all issues and proposed solutions.  Harry Solomon, who had raised objections at WG6, agreed to the resolution of the issues.

Supplement 75 (Relevant Patient Information Query Service Class)

Janet Keyes presented sup75_pc+6. Clarifications were made for subjective dose classifications for medication, environmental exposure and substance use (Template XZ02 rows 13 and 14).  Accession Number was added as a required matching key, and is only returned if used as a matching key in the request. The question was raised of proper handling of the case where a request is matched by more than one patient record.  It was decided that the SCP shall return an error if the request is matched by more than one patient.  It was further decided that Observation DateTime would be required in the content item for gestational age.  The entire supplement was reviewed, and the group unanimously supports its advance to Letter Ballot.

Supplement 76 (Quantitative Arteriography and Ventriculography Structured Reports)

Harry Solomon presented this supplement, comprising two templates, one for arteriography and the other for ventriculography.  This is being prepared in WG1, and public comment beginning after October is likely.

Supplement proposed for SOP Class Extended Negotiation

Harry Solomon presented a draft of this supplement, which grew out of the interoperability workshop in March 2003.  The supplement defines an extended association negotiation service that allows SCPs to accept SOP classes based on a more general sop class UID present in the extended association request.  Some present expressed concern with the required update of both SCPs and SCUs to take advantage of these features.  The Supplement is being prepared by WG6, and will be discussed at the WG6 September meeting.

General Findings Template

Doug Sluis presented a draft “Proposal for Generic Findings SR Templates”, a simple template for low-level description of individual findings.  Behlen observed that this is similar to the “archetypes” being considered in HL7, which describe aggregations of elemental concepts.  Also considered was the mapping of the General findings Template to an HL7 Act or perhaps a CMET (Common Message Element Type, a reusable HL7 structure of several Reference Information Model (RIM) components).

Non-Invasive Cardio-Vascular Analysis Report

Frank Krickhahn presented an outline of the report being developed by the newly formed ad-hoc working group of WG1.  Differences in approach from Supplement 71 were discussed.  Relevant measurement results from Supplement 72 (Echocardiography Procedure Reports) will also be used or adapted.  Generic Findings may be useful in several cases, such as describing comparative findings relative to prior exams.  The ad hoc group’s work is continuing, and they will report back to WG8 at the next meeting

HL7 CDA Update

Fred Behlen presented an outline of the HL7 Clinical Document Architecture, Release 2 , which is now in its first committee level ballot.

Reporting integration

On Wednesday at 8:00 a.m., the group joined the WG10/WG20 teleconference on reporting integration.  Emmanuel Cordonnier presented Scenarios 3 and 4; Helmut Koenig presented 5 and 6, and Cor Loef presented Scenarios 7 and 8.  Howard Clark was Secretary to the Teleconference; see its minutes for details.  A additional teleconference was scheduled for Thursday, August 28 at 11:00 a.m. EDT to cover open issues.  

XML Publishing

WG8 has provided an info model for part 16, and are uncertain of what is expected of us by the XML Puplishing WG.  Frank Krickhahn will send a message to Cor Loef asking clarification of their expectations and the timelines for any assistance they will need from us.
