Minutes from August 2003 approved.

XML representation of the DICOM standard was discussed, including tooling issues. The plan is to convert part 6 and significant portions of part 3 and part 16. The functionalities desired in the conversion to XML include:

Easier maintenance of DCM terminology

Linking to a concept group vs a string

Enforce referential integrity

Version control

Allowance for extensions and metadata

Ability to edit while retaining the prior version

Correction proposal discussions centered around image conversion issues and referencing the original image.

Interoperability with the HL-7 CDA standard was discussed, in the context of attaching a dictation to an image, and referencing a CDA in a report. In addition, the CDA needs to have a DICOM reference, including the image references. In other words, it is necessary to have bidirectional object references.

Discussion of findings, observables, and post-coordination in SNOMED CT followed.

Supplement 90 and CP 374,377, and 394 were addressed.
