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1. Preliminary Events

Co-chair Fred Behlen called this Webex-assisted teleconference to order at 10:15 AM EDT when all participants had completed their connections to both the WebEx site and the telephone net.  Members, then, identified themselves and their employers.  

2. Purpose of the Conference Call

Dr. Behlen reminded participants that the plan for this meeting was to:

· Review and discuss version 7 of “Supplement 101 – HL7 Structured Document Object References,” which was made available in advance of the meeting.

· Identify any gaps or open issues.

· Obtain member agreement to submit the document to WG-06 in November with the goal of obtaining authorization to solicit public comments on the document.

3. Discussion and Follow-up

Harry Solomon, the author of this supplement, traced the history of the document and reminded participants that the purpose of the supplement is “   to create a means for DICOM-based Application Entities to reference and/or access persistent data objects that were generated outside the DICOM environment and encoded using the HL7 Structured Documents (HL7-SD) format – viz. Clinical Document Architecture (CDA) documents.”  Additionally, however, he noted that the scope also encompasses “SR CDA Transcoding,” as suggested by DICOM’s WG-08, and also “Transcription Dataflow with Image References” that he considers one of the more difficult tasks to accomplish.

After this introduction, Mr. Solomon led a detailed discussion of the Supplement.  In the course of this discussion, members noted that a table is needed to show the mapping of groups of attributes in DICOM to groups of elements in the CDA document.  Fred Behlen agreed to prepare such a table that uses schema from the August ballot with the understanding that the schema is likely to change again in December of 2004.  

In response to a comment from Emmanuel Cordonnier, Dr. Behlen offered to ask HL7’s Structure Documents Technical Committee for advice on how to handle the problem of resource identifiers, such as domain names, that might change over time.  Members requested that Dr. Koenig provide a Visio diagram illustrating the structure for referencing DICOM images with Presentation State.

Assuming that the document is issued for Public Comment early in November, any questions that may arise could be addressed during the January meeting of WG-20.  The supplement should, then, be available for consideration by WG-06 at its March meeting.  

Harry Solomon will modify the document in accordance with suggestions offered during the conference call and present it to WG-06 during its November meeting. 

4. New Business

No new business was introduced during this teleconference meeting.  

5. Date for Next Meeting 

Members confirmed that the next meeting would be held from January 24 – 26, 2005 at HL7’s Working Group Meeting in Orlando, Florida.

6. Adjournment
