Welcome and Introductory REMARKS 

Lloyd Hildebrand (representing the American Academy of Ophthalmology) welcomed the participants of the meeting of WG 9.  The agenda was approved, with a primary goal of developing the Ophthalmic Photography IOD for submittal to the WG6 over this summer.

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 17 MEETING IN SAN DIEGO

The minutes of the previous meeting from February 17 in San Diego were approved.

DISCUSSION OF THE OPHTHALMIC PHOTOGRAPHY IOD

The group discussed each aspect of the IOD and what elements were important to add denovo, and which elements could be used from existing modules.   The draft IOD proposal is attached.

Major items for discussion and work are highlighted in this document. NEMA did confirm that the work item was approved by the DICOM Committee unanimously and assigned the number 2003-04-03/B.

The timeline will be aggressive.  The document will need to be ready for presentation one week prior to the WG6 meeting in Florence, June 17-20, and a clinician would be best to provide an educational presentation to the WG6, to help them understand how the IOD will be used, the clinical rationale for the decisions made in the IOD document, etc.  It is anticipated that there will need to be revisions, additions, etc. made and perhaps this could be ready for balloting by the beginning of 2004.

We also discussed other topics for IODs, and agreed that the next IOD proposal should be on Ophthalmic Tomography, which would include OCT.  Mike Schmidt will take the lead on developing a workitem proposal, which would be distributed among the group for review and approval.  It would be good to gain broader industry support and input on this workitem.  For future development would be an IOD proposal for Ophthalmic Topography, which could

include corneal topography, wavefront technology, automated perimetry, etc.
