I. Review of assigned issues

The following issues in the draft supplement were discussed:

· Issue 6 – Shane. We agreed to use the simple multi-frame module like OP. The multi-frame functional groups and dimensions modules are too MR specific.

· Issue 7 – Shane. We agreed to use the acquisition context module. We will need to propose a coding scheme for OT.

· Issue 8 – Shane. Shane needs more time to review this. Tentatively, we should adopt the plane position and orientation modules. The frame content module needs more study.

· Issue 12 – Yoav. We agreed the fixation sequence is adequate.

· Issue 13 – Yoav. No answer yet.

· Issue 14 – Shane. We agreed to exclude ultrasound. Ultrasound manufacturers can start with existing ultrasound IODs. If an ophthalmic ultrasound IOD needs to be developed in the future, multiple vendors should participate.

II. Other conclusions

· Shane had investigated work being done by WG17 to encode 3-D spatial information. We agreed to restrict the OT IOD to define a series of 2-D images, and leave 3-D rendering to applications. We agreed not to encode 3-D spatial information, except via the existing plane position and orientation modules.

· We agreed that the goal is to hold one more review of the document at the AAO WG9 meeting, and submit to WG6 for first reading afterwards.

III. Action Items

· Shane to finish reviewing issue #8, in particular to study the frame content module, by June 23, to be communicated via e-mail.

· Yoav to similarly finish reviewing issue #13, also by June 23, also to be communicated via e-mail.

· The group to prepare proposals for an acquisition context coding scheme for the OT IOD by the AAO WG9 meeting.

· Mike to contact Howard Clark to get contacts with the enhanced MR authors.  Shane may need to contact them to answer some questions.

· Flora to follow-up on issues #5,9 with Paul Gihring

· Flora to coordinate updating the draft supplement based on the teleconference, working with a DICOM consultant.
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
