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1.	PURPOSE OF TELECONFERENCE





	The purpose of the conference call was to review the technical report on e-mail transfer of DICOM and Web applications and decide whether a work item will be prepared for the December DICOM Standards Committee meeting. 





2.	DISCUSSION





	Members reviewed the draft technical note: DICOM MIME Type: applications and technical aspects which had edits incorporated by David Clunie. It was suggested to add to the scope that the existence of the MINE type standard could enable Web application but it is not the intent of WG 10 to standardize Web type applications in this proposal.





	Under Section 2. Applications, the second set of bullets, the first bullet should be changed to read: Has patient-doctor distribution of DICOM objects and the last bullet should be removed. The second bullet “images” should be changed to “DICOM Objects”. In the third set of bullets remove the first bullet, “tighter cost constraints”. A new paragraph should be added after the third set of bullets which states that a lower expectation on robustness etc. can be expected than what is provided by C-Store.





	In Section 3.1 it should be made clear that DICOMDIR can be used and must be supported if there is a DICOMDIR. The heading of Section 3.2 should be changed to : “Sending DICOM Objects through e-mail”. In the boxes of Figure 1: DICOM exchange through e-mail, only “Equipment” should be printed in the box. Suggestions were provided for revision of the bullet paragraph “File-set level”.





	It was agreed to take no action on Part 5 until some experimentation can be done. Members also agreed that a work item on DICOM MIME Type should be developed for presentation at the December 2, 1999 DICOM Standards Committee meeting. The work item should be distributed to Working Groups 1, 5, 6, and 12.
