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1.	 APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES


		


	The minutes from the June 1, 2000 meeting were approved as presented.





2.	DICOM STRATEGIC PLANNING DOCUMENT	





	Eric Martin briefly reviewed the September 12, 2000 draft DICOM Strategic Document. It was suggested to move Roadmap after Scope. It was noted that 10 working group reports are still outstanding. Also, parts to be written by WG 10 were missing. These were the technical overview, the relationship to other standards groups, and Scope of the DICOM Standards Committee. The suggestion was made and accepted that a description of the maintenance of the document should go in the general section. 




















	Members discussed what the procedure should be for updating, review, and approval of the report. It was decided there should be an annual updating of the document with the review and approval taking place at the RSNA meeting of the DICOM Standards Committee. The document update should be completed one month before the DICOM Standards Committee meeting for distribution to the Committee members. The document for this year’s RSNA meeting should be completed for distribution by October 20, 2000.   





3.	DICOM RELATIONSHIPS TO OTHER STANDARDS AND RELATED GROUPS





	Hidenori Shinoda reported that there was not much discussion on the DICOM Standard at the ISO/TC215 meeting.  Nicholas Brown would like to have a discussion on DICOM at the DICOM WG 20/HL7 IISIG meeting. Hidenori Shinoda stressed that a DICOM representative should be at these meetings. ISO/TC215 WG 2 will have a draft of a messaging standard by the next TC215 meeting. Action items for the DICOM Standards Committee are:





a) Make sure the proposal for the Messaging Standard is distributed to members of the DICOM Standards Committee


b) Review Nicholas Brown’s paper on images that are part of the electronic record.





The next meeting of ISO/TC215 will be March 26, 2000 in Seoul, Korea.





4.	IHE





	Charles Parisot provided an update on IHE year 2. For year 2 there are 7 integration profiles across standards. These are Scheduled Workflow which was also in year 1, Patient Information Reconciliation, Consistent Presentation of Images, Access to Radiology Information, Key Image Notes, Virtual Image Set Split, and Simple Image and Numeric Reports. 





	Also, in Europe there was a workshop in Hannover where discussed were:





What should be the emphasis of a IHE Demonstration?


A number of local small demonstrations on education.





	What IHE has found is the need for a query/retrieve as a specialized SOP class and better SOP classes. It was suggested that IHE should be invited to come to WG 6 with recommended additions or changes to DICOM for Modality Worklist, Query/Retrieve, Image and Report, Key Image Note, and Image Merge.





5.	CEN STANDARDS





	Giband Bernard reported on the CEN prestandard ENV 13606 - Parts 1 - 4. The objective is to enable CHCR communication. It provides the principles and the terms.





6.	WG 20 REPORT 





	Fred Behlen, Co-Chairman of WG 20 stated he had brought back a revised memorandum of understanding from HL7 which he will present at the DICOM Standards Committee meeting. At the September WG 20 meeting there were a number of action items which were assigned. These included:





a) Insuring that the RIM is able to represent the IHE model - Fred Behlen


b) Harmonization of the CDA model (HL7 Clinical Document) with DICOM SR


c) CCOW issues


d) Additional Z segment for study instance UID and other thing that don’t have a home


e) Image into a report


f) Communication with WG 10 on XML in DICOM


g) How to send images through under claims attachment? Who in X12 should be contacted on this?


    Fred Behlen will report back.


h) WG 20/IISIG does not have a RIM facilitator. The IISIG is under Orders and Observations and       WG 20 will rely on them for the facilitator.


i) Vocabulator facilitator - Martin Kernberg volunteered to be the facilitator for WG 20.


j) Open communication with the HL7 International Committee. 





	It was explained that for the present the arrangement is that DICOM WG 20 and the HL7 IISIG are joint groups (joint being lower case) which meet together. For now, the top priority for WG 20 is to make sure the IHE procedure model can be represented in the RIM and that DICOM SR is harmonized with CDA. Fred Behlen informed members that he cast a negative vote on the Data Types Document because he believed the Object Identifier should be limited to 64 characters in length. An action item was identified as to request WG 6 to review the HL7 ballot on the first level CDA.





7.	STRUCTURED REPORTING





	The Ad Hoc Committee on XML did not have a conference call. Arguments were made for and against XML for DICOM before this meeting. The actions that the DICOM Standards Committee can take include:





a) Create a de novo DICOM SR encoded in XML.


b) Extend CDA level 1 with “DICOM local XML Tags”.


c) No urgent need to encode DICOM SR in XML for interchange. Wait until CDA Level 3 is available.





In all cases ensure that CDA level 3 has the sematical power to convey DICOM SR concepts. Members requested Dwight Simon talk with Jay Gaeta  about WG 10 interest in the MII Section‘s Committee for the Advancement of DICOM setting up a workshop for those with implementation experience  in encoding SR in XML.


	Charles Parisot described what WG 15 is doing in mammography. They are using BIRADS for coding terminology in CAD. The ACR is negotiating with SNOMED for the encoding of BIRADS terminology. Joel Chabriais reported that the Society of French Radiology has set up a mirror group to WG 15 in France to work closely with WG 15 on terminology and Structured Reporting  for mammography. They are evaluating BIRADS.
