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I. REVIEW OF PREVIOUS MINUTES
It was decided that the minutes of the February 18-19, 2004 meeting would be sent out for review and approval on a 30 day letter ballot. Rich Eaton announced that the minutes of the November 11-12, 2003 meeting were approved on a 30 day letter ballot.

II. REVIEW OF SUPPLEMENT 78
Pete Magsig provided a history of the development of Supplement 78, Fetal and Pediatric Echocardiography Procedure Reports. He stated that work on putting together the terms had been done in large part by physicians from the American Society of Echocardiography (ASE).  Dr. Ensing, chief of the Pediatric Echo Board, was one of the chief contributors. It was expected that another review of the terms would be done in the near future. The list, it was felt, was now about 85% of what was needed.

   II.(Cont’d.)

Concerns were raised about the very large size of the list of terms, and it was agreed that the number of terms should be reduced to make the list more manageable in size.  Terms should be post-qualified. Representative examples, i.e. use cases, should be employed. 

A break was taken at 10:15 a.m. and the meeting began again at 10:40 a.m.

The list of terms was then reviewed. Context Groups were added for Hepatic Vein, Echo Other and Pulmonary Vein, among others.

A break was taken for lunch at 12:00 noon and the meeting resumed at 1:30 p.m. Following lunch, Sandy Johanssen then joined the meeting to assist in the definition of cardiac terms.

It was agreed that care should be taken to avoid ambiguity among the terms, “length,” “diameter” and “dimension.”  Other Context Groups were added to the Supplement,  and additional terms were added to the Context Group Flow Properties, including PISA radius, aliasing velocity, E to A ratio and regurgitant peak velocity.

A break was taken at 3:00 p.m. and the meeting resumed at 3:20 p.m.

It was concluded that “fetal” should be put in a separate supplement rather than included with pediatric. 

The meeting was recessed for the day at 4:50 p.m. and reconvened at 8:45 a.m. on the next day.

Supplement 78 discussions were continued. Context Groups discussed included:

-Echo Atrial Septum

-Echo Ventricular Septum

-Echo Dimensional Modifiers

-Temporal Properties

A number of questions were raised for clarification:

-Should we have a strictly generic apical view

-Do we need Subcostal Sagittal view

-What is the Bulbo Ventricular Foramen

-What are Papillary Muscle Tips

-What is Inflow Propagation

-What is LV Area Epicardial



-Clarification needed on what Isovolumic Systolic Ejection Duration is



A break was taken at 10:00 a.m. and the meeting resumed at 10:20 a.m.



Further questions raised included:



-Semilunar Valve  Planimetered Systolic Area – clarification was needed



It was agreed that Dr. Ensing should be asked about Bulbo Ventricular 


Isovolumic Systemic Valve Control.

III. NEXT STEPS FOR FURTHER ACTION
Pete was asked to clean up the list of terms. It was agreed that doctors would look at the cleaned up list and unnecessary terms would be discarded. Pete agreed to confer with Dr. Ensing on the terms. It was hoped that the upcoming June 24 ASE meeting, would afford an opportunity to speak directly with Dr. Ensign on the questions  and the cleaned up list.

A break was taken for lunch at 12:00 noon and the meeting began again at 1:20 p.m. 

IV. REVIEW OF RECENT CHANGE PROPOSALS
Outstanding Change Proposals (CP) were discussed. 

CP 450 -  Correct Myocardium Mass


A question was raised as to where this CP came from and whether anyone knew of  the techniques used in generating it. It was agreed that contact be made with Doug Sluis, since he had worked on this CP

CP 449 –More Vascular Ultrasound Anatomy Terms


A number of changes were made, including addition of the following terms:


-Greater Saphenous Vein


-Lesser Saphenous Vein


-Vessel Intimal Area


-Vessel Intimal Cross-sectional Area

       IV. (Cont’d.)

CP 419 – Ultrasound Region Modes

Bjorn Svalastoga’s comments were reviewed. It was agreed that greater clarification was needed. This should come from Doug Sluis. The question was raised as to what data be covered and what kind of data would be sent in reference to this CP.

CP 402 – Add Attributes for Ultrasound Scan Geometry

It was stated that new region attributes were necessary to do scan analysis. Danny agreed to run this by his own ultrasound engineers.  Since this would help define the fan beam limitations within the region of interest, it was believed this would be useful, though not critical, to ultrasound manufacturers.

V. REVIEW OF SUPPLEMENT 90
The comments of Dave Heaney on Supplement 90, SOP Class Relationships Negotiation, were discussed. Strong concern had been raised that adoption of this Supplement would generate a very large number of generic SOP Classes.  Apprehensions of breaking existing toolkits were expressed. Members felt however that this was primarily a workstation vendor issue and not a great issue of concern to modality vendors. 

VI. STATUS OF SUPPLEMENT 84
Danny stated that the document Supplement 84, Clarification of Ultrasound Region Calibration, was out for public comment.

VII. DISCUSSION OF PLANNED DICOM DEMONSTRATION
It was explained that WG 17, 3D DICOM WG, had planned to conduct a demonstration at SPIE 2005, in February 2005 in San Diego, California. It was noted that while potentially Supplement 43 could possibly be a part of the Demonstration, however it was noted that there was no champion to push the development of Supplement 43 forward.

VIII. TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING
The next meeting would be held on a Tuesday and Wednesday around the middle of September 2004 at NEMA headquarters in Rosslyn, Virginia. Rich Eaton agreed to poll the WG members for convenient dates.

IX. ACTION ITEMS FOR NEXT MEETING
Action items for next meeting were identified:

-Clean up Supplement 78 and remove Supplement 72 echocardiography items from the document.

-Dr. Ensing will be consulted in refining the terms for Supplement 78

-Sandy Johanssen, if available, will confer with ASE people at their

meeting in June 2004 on the list of terms

-Danny agreed to speak to Doug Sluis  and other appropriate people regarding the Change Proposals.

X. ADJOURNMENT

The meeting was adjourned at 2:30 p.m.
