It was agreed that terms should be broken down into templates and context groups.

        II. (Cont’d.)


Other companies were urged to engage in the same exercise and prepare a spreadsheet and then place them into template and context groups.  The terms should be post-coordinated. It was important to understand the semantic axes and their values. Doug Sluis agreed to add a number of items desired by Dr. Ensing.


Definitions should be put into the DICOM standard or given to SNOMED.  Ratios were also deemed to be important, particularly for pediatric applications. 


Supplement 72 – Adult Echo, was reviewed. Supplement 78, it was agreed, would be a pediatric version of Supplement 72.


A break was taken at 10:55 a.m. and the meeting resumed at 11:20 a.m.


All members were asked to take the list of finding sites and edit it. Earl was asked to provide the list of finding sites, methods etc. and provide them to all members. It was also agreed that the members should agree what value set constraints can be adapted from Dr. Ensing’s list.
