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I. INTRODUCTIONS
Introductions of all attendees were made.

II. SNOMED PRESENTATION
Mary Kennedy gave a presentation on the history of development of 

        SNOMED (Systematized Nomenclature of Medicine), which was begun in 1965.

        The goal of SNOMED, she stated, is to have minimal barriers to its adoption and

        use as a vocabulary. There is a U.S. National License to use SNOMED which is

        held by the National Library of Medicine in NIH.

   II. (Cont’d.)  

                   SNOMED, she continued, is comprised of clinical terminology for

   coding, retrieval and analyzing data. Examples were given on the function of

   SNOMED with regard to clinical findings, disease and procedure.

                  Mary stated that SNOMED has moved from management by CAP

  and into an international standards organization, jointly controlled by member nations.

III. DISCUSSION OF SUPPLEMENT 78
                  Doug presented a background history of the development of Supplement 78.

He explained that the goal was to take the root template of Supplement 72 and clone a

version of that with some alterations to develop Supplement 78.  This would require

taking existing container structure with new semantic axes.


       Earl’s mapping to DICOM SR was explained and an overview was given.

It was stated that much of what Dr. Ensing had developed had been incorporated. Doug

added this would be further modified and done using post-coordinated terms.


      Doug added that there was a need to do ratios. This was particularly important

to pediatric applications and would affect the work of WG 8. It would be crucial to adopt a convention for this. Members noted that SNOMED had not engaged the pediatric

community to a great extent. Doug concluded by stating that WG 12 should come up with

its own lists. Pete Magsig should put this information into context groups and edit new versions of templates. Also the use of XML for Supplement 78 should be investigated.


      A break was taken at 10:05 a.m. and the meeting began again at 10:25 a.m.

IV. MAMMOGRAPHY GROUP CHANGE PROPOSAL
            Harry Solomon discussed a proposal by the Mammography Group. This group, he stated, wanted to insert ultrasound terms, e.g. Doppler, Color Flow, 2D

Mode, M Mode, PW Doppler and Color Doppler in its Supplement. It was decided

that the term Color Doppler should be used instead of Doppler Color Flow, and that

the two DICOM lists which set forth ultrasound terms should be equivalent.

V. TEMPLATE 5202
     Harry Solomon related that questions had arisen during the Connectathon 

Regarding Template 5202. More specifically, the question was raised whether it was intended that there always be a modifier for the concept group to tell what the intention of the group was. Further, it was questioned whether there must be a label on the concept group to state what the group is. Members decided that there should be no mandatory concept modifier.

VI. EVIDENCE DOCUMENT – SUPPLEMENT 115
      Evidence Document SOP Class, Supplement 115 was discussed. This was

characterized as the next generation of Structured Reporting.


     WG 8 agreed to address any open issues. Harry expressed hope that Supplement 115 could go to public comment by the summer of 2006.

VII. RADLEX
Chuck Kahn then described the role of WG 8 as a bridge for vocabulary. He    then explained RADLEX, the RSNA effort for the development of a lexicon for

      radiology.  He said that this would have implications for structured reports.  Chuck 

      continued that the interest of WG 8 was to link DICOM interests with RADLEX.

      The preference was that if appropriate, RADLEX terms would move to SNOMED.


     A break was taken at 11:55 a.m. for lunch, and the meeting began again at

    12:05 p.m.

VIII. CLUE BROWSER PRESENTATION
          Tim Williams of SNOMED gave a presentation on the use of the CLUE Browser for SNOMED clinical terms. Attributes, methods, relationships and other

areas were discussed. Search capabilities for finding SNOMED terms were demonstrated. There was also discussion on the procedure for submitting terms to the SNOMED database.

IX. NEXT STEPS FOR FURTHER ACTION
    Action steps were identified. Members of WG 12 should review the lists to 

ensure their completeness. 


    Another meeting would be held to review placement of terms into templates and context groups. It was hoped that the Supplement would be ready for a first WG 6 review by their August meeting.


    A suggestion was made that the next WG 12 meeting be held in late May 2006.

Rich Eaton agreed to canvass the members for available dates.

X. SUPPLEMENT 115 REVISITED
   Table and Container Values were discussed, along with Table Macro Attributes and Concept Modifiers. It was emphasized that the contents of Supplement 115 would not replace SR but would be a superset of it. Open issues were also discussed.

XI. TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING
         The next meeting was tentatively scheduled for late May 2006. It was desired that the WG 12 meetings for both 3D and SR issues be scheduled on consecutive days, and that they be on adjacent days with WG 8 meetings.
