1. Welcome and review agenda

Janet Keyes called the meeting to order.

2. Review of previous minutes

The meeting minutes for October 1-2 and the October 9 teleconference will be approved along with these minutes at the next face-to-face meeting.

Topher Gedeon requested that the company name be changed from “CADx Medical Systems” to “CADx Systems”, and reported that his e-mail address is changing to tgedeon@cadxsystems.com.

3. Review Of Previous action items
Chest CAD SR:

· Janet/Julian: Extract the portions of Supplement 65, Chest CAD SR, revision 20 that are to be postponed, and copy them to a white paper as future work.

· Janet: Present Supplement 65, Chest CAD SR to WG 6 for Letter Ballot approval.  Completed.
Breast Imaging Report:

· Carla: Make arrangements to present Breast Imaging Report to BI-RADS® committee.

· Fred: Write up the storing of the Data Record (NMD) as a template for an Evidence Document.  Extract rows 6-9 from TID XX00 in supXX_06BreastImagingReport.doc.

· Janet: Obtain remaining definitions for interventional procedure characteristics from Carol. Completed.
· Janet: Present Supplement 79, Breast Imaging Report to WG 6 for Public Comment approval. Completed.
Patient Clinical History:

· Janet: Present Supplement 75, Patient Clinical History to WG 6 for Public Comment approval. Completed.
Other:

· Carol: Draft a Correction Proposal for the desired changes to the code meanings in Part 16, Annex B, Context ID 6019, 6020, 6021.

· Janet: Present updated CP-339 to WG 6, with recommendation for Voting Packet. Completed.
· Janet: Finish preparing the Correction Proposal for the addition of the Volume Measurement template as an included content item in the Single Image Finding related Templates of Mammography CAD SR.

· Janet: Present a request to the DICOM Standards Committee at the December meeting to approve Fischer Imaging as a member of WG 15.

· Janet: E-mail prospective dates and times to the group, for the post WG 6 teleconference. Completed.
4. CORRECTION PROPOSALS

Janet presented the updated CP-339, Add missing coded term definitions to PS 3.16, Annex D, to WG 6.  Given that WG 15 reviewed and completed all of the definitions, Janet recommended that WG 6 add CP-339 to the next Ballot Packet, which is January 2003.  WG 6 approved.

WG 6 requested that WG 15 write a Correction Proposal to add definitions for the DICOM coded terms used in TID 1400, 1401 and 1402 and related context groups.

5. CHEST CAD SR

Janet reported that Supplement 65, Chest CAD SR, was approved by WG 6 for Letter Ballot, with amendments.  The SNOMED and DICOM code assignments will be made between Letter Ballot and Final Text.  The following changes were requested by WG 6:

· Combine the addition of Chest CAD SR to Part 4, Annex O, with the existing Mammography CAD SR sections

· Add RECIST and WHO (alternate method for reporting results for cancer treatment), plus all of the Chest related quality standards to Part 16, Section 2, Normative References, and add RECIST and WHO to Section 4, Symbols and Abbreviations

· Create a template XX09 for the Response Evaluation content items, and include it from TID XX01

· Create a template XX16 for the Tracking Identifier content items, and include it from TID XX05 and XX07

· In TID XX05 and XX07, change “Lesion Category” to “Baseline Category”, and change the relationship to HAS OBS CONTEXT

· In TID XX05, change “Composite Feature Category” to “Composite Feature”, and “Composite Feature” to “Composite Feature Modifier”.  Arrange the content items so that the HAS CONCEPT MOD and HAS OBS CONTEXT items are grouped together

· Move “INCLUDE DTID (4019)” from TID XX06 to TID XX05, and change the relationship to “HAS OBS CONTEXT”

· In TID XX07, change the relationship of “INCLUDE DTID (4019)” to “HAS OBS CONTEXT”

· In TID XX07, change “Single Image Finding Category” to “Single Image Finding”, and “Single Image Finding” to “Single Image Finding Modifier”.  Arrange the content items so that the HAS CONCEPT MOD and HAS OBS CONTEXT items are grouped together

· Change relationship of IMAGE and SCOORD content items in TID XX07 from “HAS PROPERTIES” to “INFERRED FROM”

· In TID XX08 and related context groups, change all “Modifier” to “Descriptor”, to distinguish properties (descriptor) from concept modifiers (modifier)

· In TID XX08, use “Laterality” instead of “Side of Chest”, and use context group Cx0244 from Supplement 66, Letter Ballot

· In TID XX08, in row 17 use “Derivation” instead of “Calculation Method”, in row 18 change “Threshold CT Number” to “Threshold Attenuation Coefficient”, and for row 20 create a context group of pre-coordinated terms (YY61.1) for concept names such as “Mean Attenuation Coefficient”, which eliminates the need for row 21

· Add TID XX09, Response Evaluation, with a CONTAINER that contains the Response Evaluation Method (e.g., RECIST or WHO) and the response values

· Add TID XX16, Tracking Identifier, with a TEXT and/or UIDREF.  Constrain the value set of the TEXT content item, which is intended for human readability, to make it easier to use in longitudinal tracking

· Add Content Item Descriptions after TID 4017 and 4018, to explain the difference in the usage between Mammography CAD SR and Chest CAD SR

· Add two NUM content items to TID 4020, for Positioner Primary Angle and Positioner Secondary Angle

· Divide Context ID YY46 into YY45.1 General Chest Location, YY45.2 Location in Lung and YY45.3 Segment Location in Lung, all included from YY45.  In YY45.3, expand “Anterior segment” and “Posterior segment” to be more precise, such as “of right upper lobe”, and include several possibilities

· Remove Context ID YY47 Side Modifier and YY58 Image Laterality; Context ID Cx0244 Laterality is used instead

· Move Minimum, Maximum, Mean, Median and Standard Deviation from Context ID YY61 to Context ID YY61.1, and use as pre-coordinated terms for Attenuation Coefficient

· Leave Context ID YY63 as a generic context group for Response Criteria, and move the RECIST specific terms to YY63.1, included from YY63

· Copy Context ID Cx0244 Laterality from Supplement 66, Letter Ballot, and add “Right and Left” and “Unpaired” to it

· Add Annex E, French Translation of coded terms, and continue to update between Letter Ballot and Final Text

· In the examples, change Image View to “Postero-anterior”, which is more realistic

· In the examples, use Rendering Intent code meaning values consistently.

· Change all “HAS PROP” to “HAS PROPERTIES”

· Change the wording of all template conditions to reference a row number rather than a concept name

· Remove all templates and context groups that are already defined in DICOM 2001, Part 16, and are not being modified

· Remove the Document History section

6. BREAST IMAGING REPORT

Janet reported that Supplement 79, Breast Imaging Report was approved by WG 6 for Public Comment, with amendments.  The following changes were requested by WG 6:

· Restructure the templates and examples such that there is only one representation of the data in the report.  Alternate representations of the same information are not permitted in a Structured Report instance.

· Use the existing DICOM SR coded terms and convention that section titles are plural (Findings) and concept names of section content are singular (Finding); this requires Context ID YY02 to be split into two context groups

· Rename TID XX01 to be “Procedure Context” instead of “Body”, and change the relationship from TID XX00 to “HAS OBS CONTEXT”

· In TID XX01, add “Procedure Modifier” as “HAS CONCEPT MOD”, and add “Procedure Date” as “HAS OBS CONTEXT”

· Move include of TID XX03 (Assessment) from TID XX00 to TID XX02, as a separate report section

· In TID XX02 (Report Section), include TID XX01 (Procedure Context) rather than repeating the procedure context items individually

· In TID XX02, include TID 1003 (Person Observer Identifying Attributes) instead of TID 1001 (Observation Context), since procedure context is covered by TID XX01, and subject context remains the same; this allows the Observer context to vary by report section

· In TID XX02, create separate templates for each type of report section that may be a combination of text interspersed with coded items (Breast Composition, Findings, Interventions, Assessment)

· Restructure such that the first row of each template included from TID XX02 is a CONTAINER or CODE, with the remaining rows defining its child content items

· In TID XX04, add Specimen Identification (use TID 1009), a COMPOSITE item to reference a DICOM object instance such as a Mammography CAD SR or Evidence Document, and content items for SCOORD and IMAGE

· In the new Findings template (TID XX06), add a COMPOSITE item to reference a DICOM object instance such as a Mammography CAD SR or Evidence Document, and content items for SCOORD and IMAGE

7. RELEVANT PATIENT INFORMATION QUERY SERVICE CLASS

Janet reported that Supplement 75, Relevant Patient Information Query Service Class was approved by WG 6 for Public Comment, with amendments.  The following changes were requested by WG 6:

· Change the name of the document from Patient Clinical History to Relevant Patient Information Query Service Class, to avert perceived overlap with other Standards

· There is no addendum needed to Part 3

· Clean up the wording of the Part 4 Addendum sections

· Add an example of a C-FIND request and response using the Breast Imaging root template, as an Informative Annex to Part 4

· Move Content Template Sequence from the Attributes table (X.4-1) to the Request Identifier and Response Identifier (X.2.1…), and create an open issue as to whether the attribute should be required with a sequence item in both the C-FIND request and response, or whether zero length is allowed in the C-FIND request

· Remove Content Date and Content Time from the Attributes table (X.4-1).  Observation DateTime is sufficient, and shall not be used as a Matching Key Attribute

· Remove the accessory Patient attributes from the Attributes table (X.4-1), and create a new template (TID XZ07) for them

· In Section X.4.3.1.4.1, explain the usage of the remaining attributes in the Attributes table (X.4-1)

· Remove the “Value=” constraints in TID XZ01 and XZ02

· In TID XZ03, row 3, create a parameter for the concept name, so that other applications can use the content item to identify numeric properties other than “Needle Gauge”

· Add “Role of person reporting” to templates other than TID XZ04

· Remove TID XZ06 and resurrect the open issue regarding how the source of the relevant patient information should be identified in a C-FIND response

· Remove context groups that are defined in DICOM 2001, Part 16, that are not being modified

8. new and continued Action Items
Chest CAD SR:

· Janet/Julian: Extract the portions of Supplement 65, Chest CAD SR, revision 20 that are to be postponed, and copy them to a white paper as future work.

· Janet: Finish WG 6 requested revisions to Supplement 65, Chest CAD SR, and release for Letter Ballot.

· Janet: Search the SNOMED database for potential code assignments, between Letter Ballot and Final Text.  Remaining terms will be assigned DICOM code values.

· Janet: Continue to work with Bernard Gibaud and Joel Chabriais on the French translation for Part 16, Annex E, between Letter Ballot and Final Text.

Breast Imaging Report:

· Janet: Finish WG 6 requested revisions to Supplement 79, Breast Imaging Report, and release for Public Comment.

· Carla: Make arrangements to present Breast Imaging Report to BI-RADS® committee.

· Fred: Write up the storing of the Data Record (NMD) as a template for an Evidence Document.  Extract rows 6-9 from TID XX00 in supXX_06BreastImagingReport.doc.

Relevant Patient Information:

· Janet: Finish WG 6 requested revisions to Supplement 75, Relevant Patient Information Query Service Class, and release for Public Comment.

Other:

· Carol: Draft a Correction Proposal for the desired changes to the code meanings in Part 16, Annex B, Context ID 6019, 6020, 6021.
