REPORT ON DICOM STANDARDS COMMITTEE MEETING
Kees Verduin distributed and presented the WG 16 report he presented to the Dicom Standards Committee.

The second issue was the secretariat for meetings. NEN will not continue the Dicom secretariat. The Dicom Standards Committee decided that it would be possible for working groups to meet when there is a non-vendor member present. In the case of WG 16 Mark Day and Ron Levin are the only independent members. This means that the working group can only meet when at least one of the two is present. Some members were not in favor of one of the independent members doing the secretariat. It was proposed to change the way of working a bit; it could be possible to work only with the document, which reflects the current status, and the action items list. The chairmen will work out a solution before the next meeting (AP 173).

As far as known, the DICOM 2000 standard has been followed. New proposals were implemented, editorial changes were made and open issues were resolved.

TELECONFERENCE 

Robert Nawrocki phoned in for the teleconference on Thursday. Kees Verduin updated him on the work that was done so far, and the open issues that were identified. On the issue of screen dumps, Robert Nawrocki agreed that this should be secondary capture only. The procedural aspects with respect to Supplement 49 were discussed and it was agreed to keep contact by e-mail.
